Norman Nelson was born in Dublin, Ireland and educated in England with
studies at the Royal College of Music, London. At the age of 24, he held
the position of assistant concertmaster with the London Symphony, subse
quently holding the same position with the Royal Philharmonic, and the
B.B.C. Symphony. He has appeared as violin soloist with many orchestras,
including the London Symphony, the Academy of St. Martin-in-the-Fields,
the B.B.C. Symphony, and the Vancouver Symphony. As a chamber musi
cian, Mr. Nelson has performed in every major city in Canada and the
United States, in Europe, Russia, Japan, and the People's Republic of
China. He has recorded numerous discs for the International Service of the

CBC, and at present performs frequent coast-to-coast broadcasts in
Canada. Mr. Nelson holds the position of Professor of Violin and Chamber
Music at the University of Alberta, Edmonton, Canada.
