His love for her is so
strong that the Gods give him permission to
go to Hades and lead her back to life. They
meke one condition—that on the journey back
he shali not Iook at her. Furidice though
imagines that this refusal to look at her is an
indicaﬁon that he does not love her. She re-
fuses to follow. At last Orpheus breaks his
nromise to the Gods and looks back. In an
instant Euridice understands the love which

has been unable to show, but the Gods’
command has been broken and she must re-
turn to Hades. However the Gods once again
relent and waive the condition they had pre-
viously imposed. Orpheus and Euridice are
finally rsunited in life.

This is an abbreviated versicn. As originally
written, the opere was in three acts and con-

tained much choral and dance music.

The setting is a street between the houses of
Gorgibus and Sganarcile. Célie is in love with
Lélie to whom she has been engaged with the
consent of her father Gorgibus. However the
latter now wants to marry her to the wealthy
Valére. She runs rebelliously into the street
and faints, dropping a locket containing a pic-
ture of Lélic. Sganarelle who happens to be
passing helps to carry Célie back into her
house. His wife sees this and imagines they
are having an affair. She picks up the locket
and is looking at it closely when Sganarelle re-
turns. He imagines she is having an atiair with
Lélie. By somewhat similar misunderstandings
Cé&lie becomes convinced Lélie is having an
affair with Madame Sganarelie and Lélie is led
to believe Célie is married to Sganarelle. The
maid comes to the rescue and clears all the
misunderstandings. Valére’s marriage to some-
one else becomes known and Célie and Lélie
are reunited with her father’s blessing.
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
