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Further standardized details recorded in naming of file:
Interviewer initials (i.e., MS), 
Interview location (i.e., ABC) 
Interview date (i.e., 15APR2018)
Initial part of file name identified the state of the file (i.e. raw or master interview transcript)
Folders mirrored the file naming structure. This assisted in sorting and filing the data into participants’ specific folders.    e.g. File Name: RAW_CA_ 01_FA_ IVT_03_MS_ABC_15APR2018.doc
