Born and raised in Vancouver, Dennis Miller has been
Principal Tubist of the Vancouver Symphony, the Houston
Symphony, and now 1'Orchestre symphonique de Montréal
which he joined in 1989.

Janet Scott Hoyt is widely known as a pianist, teacher and
adjudicator.

Further studies were done in Europe with
Cecile Genhart and at The Banff Centre with Gyorgy Sebok and
Menachem Pressler. Since 1973, she has been a member of the
music faculty at The Banff Centre, and in 1995, was nominated
to lead the Collaborative Pianists Faculty there. Through her
long association with The Banff Arts Festival, she has
performed with many artists of international reputation and with
students from around the world. She was named to the piano
faculty of the Department of Music at the University of Alberta
in 1998.
