Audiences enjoy Luc Beausdjour's sparkling performances
and imaginative commentary. First prize winner at the
Scarlatti International Competition in Boston in 1985, he also
won top honours at the Tallahasse International Competition
in 1982. Mr Beausdjour has performed in Canada, the United
States and Europe and has been invited by many festivals,
including Lanaudiere, Montreal, Qudbec and Lam^ue.

A native of Rawdon, Qudbec, Mr Beausdjour began his
harpsichord studies with Mireille Lagacd and also studied
organ with Bernard Lagacd. He was awarded a grant by the
Canada Council to work with Ton Koopman in Amsterdam
and later studied with Kenneth Gilbert in Strasbourg, France.
In 1991 he received his doctorate in music from the

University of Montreal. His teaching and choral conducting
skills are much in demand.
