Oblats qui ont oeuvré 4 Saint-Jean pendant les 70 premiéres années de son
histoire. Préparé 4 I'occasion du centenaire de Saint-Jean, ce livre-souvenir
a pour but de rappeler la contribution des Oblats missionnaires de Marie-
Immaculée de la célébrer et d’inviter leurs successeurs de s’inspirer de leur
dévouement a I'épreuve de tout.

Joseph’s Scholasticate, in Ottawa, and professed his perpetual vows there on
September 8, 1901. He was ordained a priest, in Ottawa, on May 7, 1905.

Father Auclair was sent to the Juniorate of the Sacred Heart in 1904 and was
vicar at Sacred Heart parish (1906-1910). In 1909, he founded L'Etincelle, the
newspaper of the juniorate students. In 1910, he left for the Oblate province
of Alberta-Saskatchewan; for fifteen years, he directed Le Patriote de I'Ouest,
residing first at Duck Lake, Saskatchewan and in Prince-Albert (1910-1925).
At the same time, he was the inspirer and supporter of the Catholic Franco-
Canadian Association of Saskatchewan. He then became visitor of schools

for Saskatchewan (1925-1930) residing at Gravelbourg; from 1927 to 1930,
he was chaplain at Prince Albert, at the Indian school at Lebret, and at Cut
Knife, Saskatchewan.

Having been appointed director of La Survivance in 1930, he resided in
Edmonton, where he also taught at St. John’s Juniorate (1931-1935) and was
superior of the provincial house at St. Joachim (1935-1942). He was also a
member of the Provincial Council. Following an illness, he went to Prince
Albert (1942), where he was chaplain to the Sisters of Notre-Dame-de-Sion
(1942-1943). Father Auclair was named Officer of the French Academy on
May 1, 1928. He rests in the Oblate cemetery in St. Albert.

e pere Desmarais fit une partie de ses études a I'Université d’Ottawa,

puis commenca son noviciat & Lachine le 28 juin 1878, y fit profession

de ses premiers veeux, le 29 juin 1879 et de ses voeux perpétuels, le 15
aolit 1880. Il termina ensuite ses études théologiques a I'Université d’Ottawa;

ather Desmarais completed part of his studies at the University of

Ottawa and began his noviciate at Lachine on June 28, 1878. He

professed his first vows on June 29, 1879, and his perpetual vows on
August 15, 1880. He completed his theological studies at the University of
Ottawa and was ordained on April 12, 1884.

He was sent to the Apostolic Vicariate of Athabasca-Mackenzie and worked
first at Fort Dunvegan, Alberta, where he learnt the Beaver language and
went to Lesser Slave Lake (1885-1897). He opened a school in a cabin and
travelled 600 miles to Lac-la-Biche to find the books for his school. For three

years, he was the school-master.

In 1890, he established a convent for the sisters. He cut the boards himself,
and is known for having built the first mill, north of Edmonton. He buile St
Anthony’s mission in 1889, visited Wabasca during the winter of 1891-1893,
as well as Falher (1891-1892) and served Riviére-de-Coeur (1889) and
Sturgeon Lake (1890-1891). Having been sent to the Yukon (1897-1901),
he first settled at Selkirk, then Dawson City, and Bonanza. Called back to
Grouard in 1901, he was superior of the mission for 5 years. He built a
church and taught the Indians how to farm. In 1902, he opened a road 100
miles long between Grouard and Sturgeon Lake and visited Trout Lake, 150
miles north of Sturgeon Lake, and Cadot Lake 100 miles North-West. Then

we find him at Wabasca, which became Desmarais in his honor (1906-1907).

He was chaplain of the hospitals in Edmonton and Athabasca (1907-1937)
and retired at the Juniorate in Edmonton (1937-1940). He is buried in the
Oblate cemetery in St.Albert.

After one year at the noviciate of St,Norbert, Manitoba, Dollard completed
his studies in philosophy and theology at Lebret Saskatchewan. In 1952 he
completed a B.A. at the University of Ottawa.

Dollard was ordained on September 11, 1955. He spent the two following
years as a professor at St John’s College during which time he used the
summer breaks to complete his studies in science. In 1958, Dollard
registered in a Master’s of science program at the University of St-Louis.
Over the following three years he completed his master’s thesis entitled

“Two experiments with polarized light for the optics laboratory”. Dollard
Desmarais taught at St. John’s College and later at Faculté Saint-Jean until his
retirement in 1995.

He
then left for the Oblate Scholasticate in Rome, Italy where he pronounced
his perpetual vows on September the 8* 1938. To avoid the Second World
War, he was sent to the St. Joseph Scholasticate in Ottawa the following year
and was ordained a priest on June 13%, 1941. His first obedience will be
for College Saint-Jean in 1942 and then again from 1946 until 1954. From
1943 to 1946, he was working with the First Nations people in Cardston.
In 1954 he was named Director of Star of the North Retreat House and was
then named Chaplain at Edmonton’s Misericordia Hospital in 1958 where
he remained until 1962. Subsequently, he spent almost twenty years working
with First Nations people in Saskatchewan, then at Cardston, at Standof and
at Fort McMurray. Before retiring in 1990, he served for several years as vice-
postulator for the Oblates from the Vital Grandin Centre in St. Albert where
he also retired. Father Duhaime was honored by the First Nations people
who named him Chief Kainai Black Eagle Pita Siksenum. He passed away in
Edmonton on March 12 2002.

Linhumation a été faite au cimetiére oblat de Richelieu

ean Fortier was born on November 14, 1925. He completed his

elementary studies at Verdun. He then began his classical studies at the

Sulpicien college of Montréal and completed them at the Jesuit college

of Sainte-Marie. Jean entered the Oblate novicate at Saint-Laurent,
Manitoba on October 10, 1946 where he professed his first vows on
October 11 of the following year. For the next three years, he resided in
Lebret, Saskatchewan where he professed his perpetual vows. After two
years of studies in philosophy and four years in theology (1947-1952) Jean
was ordained a priest at Ville LaSalle Quebec by Mgr Henri Routhier, the
coadjutor for the diocese of Grouard.

Jean received his first obedience in June 1953. He was sent to College Saint-
Jean in Edmonton where he worked as a professor from 1953 to 1984. From
1957 to 1959, Jean spent two years in Europe during which time he served as
chaplain for the Canadian aviators stationed in Marville France. During this
time he completed certificates in French Literature, in Ancient History and in
American Literature.

Back in Canada, Jean will attend four different universities over the course of
his life : the University of Alberta, the University of Ottawa, /"Université de
Montréal and ["Université Laval. He will complete Master’s degrees in Latin
and Classical Studies. From 1975 to 1977 he completed the course work for
his doctorate in Ancient History at /"University Laval. During this period he
was also be involved in archeological excavations in Herculanum Italy. Jean
will leave his post at Saint-Jean in 1984.

The four year period from 1984 to 1988 marked a time of transition in
Jean’s life. For the next ten years (1988 -1998) he resided at Placide Place
in Edmonton during which time he will completed a certificate in Biblical
Studies from the Institur Catholique de Paris. In 1998, he moved to the
Oblate province of Saint-Joseph and resided in Assumption House in
Ottawa. He then spent a short period of time at the Infirmerie de ['édifice
Notre-Dame in Richelieu where he passed away on January 8, 2002.

He rests in the Oblate cemetery of Richelieu, Québec.

e pere Gaudet étudia aux colleges de Mont-Laurier et de Montréal,

fit deux années de théologie & Halifax, devint professeur au college

Saint-Paul de Winnipeg (1932-1933), continua sa théologie au grand
séminaire d’Edmonton (1933-1934), puis entra au noviciat de Saint-Laurent,
Manitoba, le 15 juillet 1934.

He completed his studies at Lebret, Sask, and made perpetual profession at
Cluny, Alberta, on July 26, 1938. He was ordained in Edmonton on May 28,
1939.

Father Gaudet received his obedience for the college of Saint-Jean in
Edmonton in 1939. From 1940 to 1945 he worked at North Battleford,
Saskatchewan, at Cluny, at St. Albert, and at St. Joachim in Edmonton and
back to St. Albert. He was named pastor at Meadow Lake, Saskatchewan, for
2 years. He again returned to St. Albert from 1947 to 1949.

It was from 1949 to 1957 that Father served as chaplain at the Misericordia
hospital in Edmonton, while living at St. Joachim. He moved to North
Battleford in 1957 and in 1959 he was at Maillardville, British Columbia,
until 1961. He was preaching at St. Albert from 1961 until 1971, when he
moved to Edmonton for six years. He returned to St. Albert in 1971, where
he conducted closed retreats until 1974. During the last year of his life, 1974,
he spent some time in Tignish and at St. Joachim in Edmonton.

He is buried in the Oblate cemetery in St. Albert, Alberta.

t was at Morinville, Alberta, just north of Edmonton, that Valérien was

born on December 15, 1905. After finishing his primary studies in the

village school and his secondary studies at the juniorate of Saint-Jean in
Edmonton from 1919 to 1924, the young man decided to become an Oblate.
He made his novitiate and his first vows at Saint-Laurent, Manitoba. Then
from 1927 to 1934 he studied philosophy and theology at the Angelicum in
Rome. He was ordained by Cardinal Marchetti Selvaggiani on July 26, 1932,
in the Basilica of St. John Latran.

After his ordination to the priesthood he was assigned as professor to his old
school, the junioriate Saint-Jean. In time he became superior. During all of

those years at the juniorate, first as student then as educator, he lived beside

Brother Antoine Kowalczyk whom he came to know and love.

After devoting 18 years to the juniorate, Father Gaudet entered on another
quite different career. He was named by his superiors to found a new Oblate
mission in Bolivia with Father Alexander Gazé. He would remain there for 14
years.
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In 1966 he was called to Rome to become secretary general of pastoral work
for the Oblates of Mary Immaculate. He fulfilled these duties for 6 years,
after which another totally different career awaited him. At the beginning
of the seventies there flourished around the world what were called “prayer
groups”. Circumstances were such, or rather, by the inspiration of the Holy
Spirit, Father Gaudet was called to work with these groups.

Thanks to his knowledge of French, English, Italian and Spanish, he was soon
called to the four corners of the world to carry out this unique ministry of
the Word. He could be found in Italy, in Québec, in the United States, in the
Canadian west, in Japan, Africa, Bolivia, Peru, Australia, etc. etc.

At 84 years of age Father Gaudet was still very active. He returned to Canada

to participate in pastoral animation at Cap-de-la-Madeleine and at Jésus- He is buried in the
Ouvrier. In 1988 he stayed in Montreal for 3 years and then returned to Oblate cemetery at St.
Edmonton where he died on February 23, 1997, at the age of 92. Albert.

Father Gaudet was at the forefront of important spiritual, biblical and

A year later, on
September 8, 1902 he professed his perpetual vows at St. Joseph’s Scolasticate
in Ottawa. He was ordained to the priesthood in Maniwaki on June 10, 1906
by Mgr Donato Sbaretti, the apostolic delegate.

He was named assistant-pastor in Mattawa, Ontario (1906-1907) before
going on to Maniwaki (1907-1910) and Notre-Dame de Hull (1910-1912).
He then traveled to Western Canada and worked at the Saint-Jean Juniorate
in Edmonton (1912- 1913). In 1913, he returned East and served as

bursar at the Notre-Dame-du-Cap Sanctuary and at Cap-de-la-Madeleine

he oldest of a family of six, Clément was born on October 15, 1913,

in a log cabin, which remained his home until 1943. At the age of

five, Clément began school in their small community, but then went
to Peace River to prepare himself for first communion in 1920-1921. He
completed his grade 7 in Buffalo Lake and after a summer of thresshing on
his family's farm in 1925, Clement went back to school with his sister and
his brother at the Sturgeon Lake mission to complete grade eight.

In September 1926, Clement went to Saint.-Jean Juniorate in Edmonton, for
two years. He then left for the Oblate German College in Winnipeg, where
he completed grade eleven. Next Clément entered St. Charles noviciate in
Battleford to complete his philosophical and theological studies and it is
there that Bishop Prudhomme ordained him on December 20, 1936 in the
presence of his father and mother.

He received his obedience for the Apostolic Vicariate of Grouard where he
studied Cree with Father Falher and served the missions of Slave Lake, Faust,
Kinuso and Hondo. He was named pastor in Fairview in 1945 and also
served the surrounding missions. But in 1948, he began to be involved with
the school problems and in 1951, he is appointed advisor of the Episcopal
Board for Education.

In 1953, Fairview said Farewell to Father Kindervater who came to reside
temporarely in St. Albert. Eventually he moved and took residence in Saint-
Joachim. In 1958, Father Kindervater became the first Executive Director of
the Association of the Catholic Schools of Alberta. Father Kindervater has
been called the “Canadian Trouble Shooter” and executive Director of the
A.C.S.T.A. He received his B.A. from the Ottawa University, his Certificate
in Municipal Administration from the University of Alberta and his Master’s
Degree in Religious studies from the University of Ottawa.

a blacksmith, then worked at a military arsenal in Germany before

deciding to enter the noviciate at St. Gerlach (Houthem) Holland,
on October 1, 1891, where he professed his vows on October 2, 1892. He
professed his perpetual vows at St. Albert, Alberta, on January 17, 1899.

At first, the brother worked at the juniorate in St. Charles of Walkenburg,
Holland (1892-1896), and then received his obedience for South Africa,
which was changed at the last moment for Canada. He went first to Lac-
la-Biche, Alberta, (1896-1897), and then worked at the construction of an
Indian school at Saddle Lake, Alberta, where, following a serious accident on
July 15, 1897, he had to have an arm amputated.

Brother was then posted to the mission at Saint-Paul, Alberta (1897-1911),
and then was sent to the Saint-Jean Juniorate in Edmonton (1911-1947), and
fulfilled the functions of mechanic, driver, porter and gardener.

His great devotion to the Virgin Mary earned him the nickname Brother Ave;
the cause for his beatification has been introduced in Rome. He is buried in
the Oblate cemetery in St. Albert.

Brother Anthony was a religious person who made no noise but welcomed
whoever came to see him. It should be mentioned that Brother Anthony had
a great devotion to the Eucharist and he spent several hours each day in front
of the Blessed Sacrament. By his example, his piety, his spirit of faith, he has
given the testimony of someone who found the strength and the courage

in the Eucharist, and in his deep love for his Mother in heaven, to remain
faithful to his vocation.

Brother Anthony Kowalczyk lived a life entirely consecrated to God; that is,
he dedicated more than half a century of unselfish and generous service to
help the students, with whom he spent nearly forty years of his life, and to
help all those who asked for advice and assistance in the difficult moments of
their lives.

When someone came to confide to him and expressed his disappointment,
his confusion, his sorrow or anxiety, Brother Anthony, who was always at
prayer, listened to him and then told him : ‘Let us say an ‘Ave’ ‘. And without
exception, light came, the object was found, reconciliation took place, a favor
was obtained or an unexpected event helped to resolve the problem.

We must acknowledge that Brother Anthony was a very humble man. Never
did he hint that a favor obtained was the object of his holiness, but rather of
the love and goodness of the Lord by the intercession of Mary. His life was a
living witness of obedience, respect, humility, devotion, confidence, charity
and a warm welcome to all.

Since his death, Brother Anthony is no less present among us, especially for
those who turn to him for advice, for a cure, for a special favor or a greater
love for one’s neighbor. He has been dead for more than half a century, but
neither his name, nor his memory, have faded from the hearts of thousands of
people who pray on his grave at St. Albert.

As proof, we have the report of many favors obtained, some of which have
been told in the small monthly publication 7he Cross. Although the case for
his beatification is in progress, the church still needs a miracle authenticated
by scientists.

fter his classical studies at La-Salette in Nantes and one year at the

major seminary of Nantes, Victorin entered the novitiate at Angers on

November 3, 1898. He professed his first vows on November 4, 1899.
It was at the Scholasticate of Li¢ge, that he professed his perpetual vows on
August 15, 1901. He was ordained priest at Cambrai on December 19, 1903,
by Archbishop Etienne-Marie Sonnois, archbishop of Cambrai.

Father Marchand was sent to Western Canada in 1904. He taught at the
seminary of the Holy Family in St. Albert until 1905. He went as missionary
to Riviere-qui-Barre, Alberta, in 1905, and to Lac-Sainte-Anne until 1907.
He spent four years, 1907 to 1911, in Calgary and then began teaching in the
juniorate Saint-Jean in Edmonton untdil 1917. He served then at Hobbema
from 1917 until 1920.

Struck with paralysis, Father Marchand returned to France in 1920, where he
belonged to the house in Angers. Later he rejoined his family at Jans (Loire-
Inférieure) where he sought ways to improve his health. He died in 1944.
Father Marchand is buried at Jans, France.

During
this period he also started teaching at Saint-Jean, a position he occupied full
time as of 1965 and where he stayed for his entire career.

Father McMahon replaced Father Lacerte as Rector of College Saint-Jean in
1967 He was in turn replaced by Paul Poirier in 1970 when Francois became
the first dean of College Universitaire Saint-Jean and of Faculté Saint-Jean
from 1977 to 1980.

In 1980 Francois left Saint-Jean in order to pursue his doctoral studies at the
University de Montréal after which time he became an education professor at
Saint-Jean, a position he will occupy until his retirement in 2002.

He left the Oblates in 1973 and he wed Rosemary Wykes in 1977. They
have four children: Claire-Marie, Natalie, Marc-André and Tara. Since his
retirement, Frank has been responsible for the Institut du patrimoine de la
Sfrancophonie de ' Ouest Canadien.

He completed his secondary studies at the Saint-Jean juniorate. He then
went on to study at the Saint-Laurent noviciate in the summer of 1942
where he professed his first vows in August 15 1943. He then studied at the
Saint-Joseph scolasticate at the University of Ottawa where he professed his
perpetual vows on September 8 1846. He was ordained a priest in 1949 in
St.Paul, Alberta by Mgr Maurice Baudoux, the bishop of St.Paul Alberta.

Maurice’s first obedience was for Collége Saint-Jean where he taught English
for two years. As of 1952-1953, Maurice studied various retreat houses in
Canada after which time he established the retreat house /’Etoile du Nord in
Saint-Albert where he stayed until 1965. He then accepted to do pastoral
work with the First Nations in Cluny (1965-1978) and in Saddle Lake

from 1978 to 1983. After a year of study at the Institut catholique de Paris in
1983-1984, Maurice continued his pastoral work with the First Nations in
Hobbema.

As 0f 1987 he worked in parish missions at the Maison de Nicodéme in Saint-
Albert, a ministry that he continued until his retirement in 1992. After a
brief stay at Placid Place in Edmonton, Maurice now resides at the Foyer

Lacombe in St.Albert, Alberta.

Il entra au
noviciat de Ville LaSalle, Québec, le 1= aotit 1941 et y fit profession le 2 ao(t
1942. 1l fut envoyé au scolasticat Sacré-Coeur de Lebret, Saskatchewan, pour
ses études. Clest la quil fit profession de ses voeux perpétuels le 8 septembre
1945. 11 fut ordonné prétre &8 Chambly-Bassin, le 18 décembre 1948, par Mgr
Percival Caza, évéque auxiliaire de Valleyfield, Québec.

Le 17 mai 1949, sa premiere obédience 'envoya au college Saint-Jean
d’Edmonton, Alberta, ot il fit une année de régence (1943-1944).

ndré studied at the seminary in Sainte-Thérése, Québec, from 1934

to 1938; at the College Grasset in Montréal for one year, and at

the seminary of Marie-Immaculée, at Chambly-Bassin, from 1939
to 1941. He entered the novitiate at Ville LaSalle on August 1, 1941, and
made profession there on August 2, 1942. He was sent to Sacred Heart
Scholasticate in Lebret, Saskachewan for further studies. He professed his
perpetual vows on September 8, 1945. He was ordained priest at Chambly-
Bassin on December 18, 1948, by Bishop Percival Caza, auxiliary bishop of
Valleyfield, Québec.

On May 17, 1949, Father Mercure’s first obedience was for Collége Saint-
Jean in Edmonton where in 1943-1944 he had served on the board of
governors. He was named provincial director of the Missionary Association of
Mary Immaculate with the mandate to inaugurate the magazine Le Message de
UImmaculée. The first issue appeared in January, 1950. Shortly after, he moved
to the provincial house in Edmonton, with many responsibilities, including
visits to the bilingual schools of Alberta between 1950 and 1952.

That year he returned to College Saint-Jean, this time as professor, but with
many additional undertakings: chaplain of the Jeunesse Etudiante Catholique
and of the Reléve albertaine; founder of a scout troop; and director of a
religious program on radio CHFA.

In 1961, he assisted at the mission of Meadow Lake, Saskatchewan,
responsible for the missions of Jack Fish Lake and Dorintosh. In 1966, he
became pastor at Makwa, and only a month later was transferred to Jack Fish
Lake with the care of Meota. In 1972, he returned to Edmonton as pastor
of the Sainte-Anne Parish. He again took over the magazine Le Message de
UImmaculée, publishing its last issue in December, 1972. In 1977, he became
pastor at Cochin, Saskatchewan, with responsibility for Jack Fish Lake and
Meota. He built a church at Jack Fish in 1978, and one in Cochin in 1984.
From this post, he exercised the function of superior of the Oblate district of
North Battleford in 1980, then of Saskatchewan in 1983. In August, 1985,
he underwent an operation for cancer. He spent some time at Placid Place in
Edmonton, but eventually returned to St. Paul Hospital in Saskatoon.

Father Mercure was characterized by an unbounded energy. He devoted
himself principally to young people and for the cause of Western Canada
francophones.
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In recognition of his achievements, he was honoured several times. One of
these honors came from France and was bestowed by Jacques Chirac. Two
were bestowed by the Governor General on behalf of Canada.

He is buried in the Oblate cemetery at St. Albert, Alberta.

oseph was born on February 2, 1917 at St. Hippolyte, Saskatchewan, in

a family of eight children. He made his primary studies in his birthplace

parish during six years and his secondary studies at Collége St. Jean,

Edmonton. He continued his philisophical and theological studies at
the St. Joseph Scholasticate in Ottawa during seven years, and was ordained
priest at Butte St. Pierre, Saskatchewan, in June 1949.

Joseph received his first obedience in 1950 for College St. Jean where he was
a model educator who deeply affected the life of many students through his
teachings. After nine years of service given to the youth, he went to offer his
talents, as principal of the Indian school in Cardston (1959-1966) and at the
Indian school in Hobbema (Ermineskin) (1966-1970), also as principal.

Tired of the administration, Joseph returned among the Blackfoot Indians
as pastor till he was named provincial of the Oblate province of Alberta- 197
Saskatchewan on October 2, 1975. During his years as provincial, he

continued to serve the Indian mission of Alexander Reserve, Riviére-qui-

Barre. As he suffered from a heart-attack in 1979, he resigned his position

and returned to minister among the Blackfoot Indians at Cardston and

Brocket (1979-1992). ‘He was a pillar in our community for many years and

he was appreciated by all and every one’, said the Indians.

At that time, he was named superior of Brother Anthony’s residence
(Formation House), where he played a very important role in assisting the
young adults to discern their vocation (1992-1997). As his physical health
did not allow him to continue, he retired to Foyer Grandin while continuing
a part-time ministry with the Indians from Alexander Reserve.

Father Régnier also initiated the ‘Cursille’ movement among the First Nations
people.

Father Régnier left us suddenly on September 5, 1998, and after the funeral
masses at the Immaculate Conception Parish at StandOff, Cardston, Alberta,
at the St. Albert’s Parish and the Alexander Reserve, he was buried, with his
confreres, in the Oblate cemetery of St. Albert, Alberta.

enri Routhier, born in Pincher Creek, Alberta, on February 28,

1900, had one brother and four sisters. He spent the first years of

his life on the family ranch at Pincher Creek. At the age of nine,
his parents registered him in the private boarding school of the Daughters of
Jesus, in Pincher Creek, where he completed his elementary studies.

In 1913, having in mind to become an Oblate, he arrived at the Saint-Jean
Juniorate, where he completed his classical course, which will open the door
for him to the noviciate and to the scholasticate in Edmonton for one year
of philosophy. It is at this time that his superiors sent him to complete his
philosophical and theological studies in Rome. He was ordained at Roviano,
Italy, on September 7, 1924, by Bishop Dontewill, Superior general.

On returning to Edmonton, Father Routhier, spent the first years of his
ministry at the Saint-Jean Juniorate, as teacher first and then as superior.
In 1936, Father Routhier was sent to St. Paul as pastor, which position
terminated after two years, as he was elected Superior Provincial of the
Oblates of the Province of Alberta-Saskatchewan.

After serving two mandates of three years as Provincial, Father Routhier was
nominated Vicar of Missions of Grouard, on May 21, 1944. On June 1,
Bishop Ubald Langlois, Apostolic Vicar of Grouard, named him Pro-Vicar.
He arrived at McLennan, by train to take residence at the Bishop’s House,

on June 2. The following year, on June 15, he was named Titular Bishop

of Naissus and Coadjutor of Bishop Langlois with future succession. The
Episcopal Ordination took place at St. Albert, on September 8, 1945, at the
same time as Bishop Jordan, OMI, presided by Cardinal Jean-Marie Rodrigue
Villeneuve, OMI Archbishop of Québec. Bishop Routhier was the first
bishop born in Alberta.

During twenty seven years, Bishop Routhier devoted himself generously to
build the young church of Peace River, whose catholic population was 12.000
at his arrival and more than 30.000 when he resigned in 1972. He worked
hard specially in establishing catholic schools and he had a good number of
churches and residences built. It is under his episcopacy that was erected the
Notre Dame de la Paix College in Falher, which became Centre Notre Dame
de la Paix, and more recently TEcole Heritage’.
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On September 18, 1953, following the death of Bishop Langlois, he became
Apostolic Vicar of Grouard. In 1967, Rome restructured the Church in the

Canadian North: the Apostolic Vicariate of Grouard became Archdiocese

of Grouard McLennan and the Bishop became Archbishop. Three suffragan
dioceses of Grouard McLennan were formed: Mackenzie-Fort Smith, Prince
George and Whitehorse.

It is on July 10, 1972 that Bishop Routhier presented his resignation to Pope
Paul VI. He learned on November 21 that his resignation had been accepted
and Bishop Henri Légaré was to be his successor. There has been a farewell
supper in McLennan on December 8, with concelebration at the Cathedral.
Bishop Routhier’s motto was: ‘Veritate facies in caritas, — Preach the truth

with charity’.

On December 15, he was leaving for Edmonton to begin his retirement
years at St. Joachim’s residence. His health was deteriorating and he moved
to Foyer Grandin, in St. Albert, later on at Placid Place and finally at Youville
Home, in St. Albert where on September 19, 1989, he died at the age of 89.

There has been a first funeral mass at McLennan, on September 26, and
another one at St. Albert on September 28, folllowed by the burial in the
Oblate cemetery in St. Albert.

Father went to the juniorate at Chambly-Bassin (1928-1931), to St. Sauveur,
Québec (1931-1933), became editor of the annals Notre-Dame-du-Cap,
Québec (1933-1934), director of Retreat House at Cap-de-la-Madeleine
(1934-1936), went to Hull (1936), to Ottawa as preacher (1936-1937). He
came then to the Oblate province of Alberta-Saskatchewan and from 1937
to 1943, he worked at St. Jean juniorate in Edmonton, at the journal La
Survivance, at Delmas, Saskatchewan and Albertville, Saskatchewan.

Father left the Oblates and joined the priests of the diocese of Montréal ad
experimentum, on April 7, 1944. From 1943 to 1971, he worked as assistant-
pastor at St-Jean-Baptiste parish in Montréal; pastor at Notre-Dame-de-
Lourdes in Maillardville, British Columbia; chaplain to a boarding school
and pastor at Ste-Catherine-de-Sienne, chaplain at the orphanage St-Arséne,
assistant pastor at the Visitation parish: all in Montréal.

He retired at St-Enfant-Jésus parish in Montréal and continued to help in
some parishes of the diocese, especially at St-Jean-Baptiste parish where he
was residing at the time of his death.

He was buried in Montréal, Québec.

the oblate noviciate in Saint-Laurent, Manitoba. After a few years in

Manitoba he returned home to work on the family farm. In 1949,
Arthur became a postulant and a novice at the oblate noviciate in Richelieu
Québec. He professed his first vows as an oblate brother on February 17 1950
and his first obedience was for the oblate farm in Saint-Albert. After a short
stay at the Lac la Biche farm in Alberta he was named administrator of the
orphanage in Prince Albert Saskatchewan where he stayed sixteen years.

In 1968 he was named administrator at Collége Saint-Jean in Edmonton
where he stayed until 1976 at which time he was sent to do pastoral work
on the First Nation reserve in Cluny, Alberta for a period of three years.
From 1979 to 1984 he worked as director of the Oblate’s provincial house
in St.Albert. He was then named administrator of Placid Place in Edmonton
where he served until 1990. He then devoted the next six years to the
maintenance of the oblate houses in Edmonton before retiring ac Casomi
and then finally at Foyer Lacombe in St.Albert, Alberta where he is presently
residing.
