When	we	asked	pre-service	teachers	to	divide	responsibility	between	teachers	and	students,	
motivation	and	achievement	were	shared	most	equally.

made	rather	than	are	

born.	

• We	looked	at	responsibility	in	four	
domains:	motivation,	achievement,	
relationship,	and	teaching.		

• Responsibility	for	student	motivation	
was	least	strongly	endorsed.	

• Pre-service	teachers	in	the	
elementary	and	secondary	programs	
reported	similar	levels	in	these	
domains.
