L’Institute of Health Economics (IHE) est un organisme sans but 
lucratif dont le mandat consiste à faire des recherches pour étayer les 
politiques et les pratiques d’une vaste gamme de domaines ayant des 
incidences sur la santé, dont les soins de santé, la santé publique, 
l’éducation, les services juridiques et d’autres types de services. Dans 
le cadre de ses programmes d’évaluation des technologies de la santé 
(ETS) et d’établissement de modèles économiques, l’IHE fait de 
nombreuses évaluations ainsi que diverses études de renseignements 
économiques afin d’éclairer les politiques.
