Following media reports last week 
that the Bush administration is mov-
ing to blacklist Iran’s Revolutionary 
Guard Corps as a terrorist organization, 
terrorism experts are now wondering 
whether Canada, given its close ties 
with the U.S., will follow suit. In the 
past when an entity is listed as a ter-
rorist organization south of the border, 

Canada follows by doing the same and 
the trend is likely to continue, said 
John Thompson, executive director of 
the Toronto-based Mackenzie Institute, 
a think-tank that studies terrorism and 
political extremism.

“We usually follow a little more slowly 
and deliberately,” he said, adding that he 
expects other countries in Europe and 
the United Nations Security Council to 
follow the U.S. example. 

“Given what Iran has been doing with 
nuclear weapons, it is very likely other 
countries will follow.”

Quoting an unnamed government 
source, the Washington Post reported last 
week that the Bush administration is think-
ing of designating the 125,000-strong IGRC 
as  a terrorist organization, a move that is 
expected to curtail the group’s financial 
and business operations in Iran. While

If the United States doesn’t accede to the United 
Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea, the UN 
panel charged with evaluating Arctic claims doesn’t 
have a plan on how to deal with submissions by Russia, 
Canada or Denmark, a UN official said last week.

“There is no fallback in place to deal with the non-
parties, and that has been a problem,” said the official, 
who spoke on condition of anonymity because he was 
not authorized to speak. “What [the panel has] been 
hoping for is the positive signs coming out of the Bush 
administration that the U.S. might actually move in the 
coming months to adhere to the law of the sea treaty.”

The UN refused to say anything on the record and 
Foreign Affairs refused to conduct a background briefing.

Since Russian scientists announced earlier this 
summer that they had proof their country’s continen-
tal shelf was linked to the Lomonosov Ridge, which 
would give Russia control of a 1.2-million-square-kilo-
metre chunk of natural resource rich Arctic seabed, the 
rhetoric swirling over the North Pole has expanded to 
include Danish and Canadian politicians making trips 
and asserting sovereignty over parts of the region.

Yet the bedrock of all those claims will be the col-
lection of scientific data and, as a result, the conven-

U.S. President George W. Bush yesterday thanked Canada 
for the “strong commitment” it has made to Afghanistan 
even as Prime Minister Stephen Harper reiterated yesterday 
that the decision on whether the Canadian mission will con-
tinue rests upon a Parliamentary consensus.

Responding to a Canadian reporter’s question at the 
post-Security and Prosperity Partnership Summit press con-
ference, Mr. Bush said Canada “has performed brilliantly” in 
Afghanistan with a “vast” and “robust” contribution.
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Shuffle Brings More Changes

Prime Minister Stephen Harper’s deci-
sion to move Peter MacKay into defence 
from foreign affairs, which former Industry 
minister Maxime Bernier will take over, and 
Bev Oda from heritage to international co-
operation, has resulted in numerous staff 
changes in the ministers’ offices.

While Dan Dugas remains Mr. MacKay’s 
press officer and John MacDonell will stay on 
as his chief of staff, Simon Burke’s one-year 
tenure as senior policy advisor has come to 
an end. Carole Piovesan, who served for a 
time as Mr. MacKay’s policy advisor at Foreign 
Affairs, will take over in his stead.

Isabelle Fontaine (above) moves with 
Mr. Bernier to Foreign Affairs as his spokes-
woman, while Nadia Burger, who has 
served as DFAIT’s deputy director of the 
East Asia division, becomes his senior poli-
cy adviser. Aaron Gardiner, former Defence 
minister Gordon O’Connor’s former chief of 
staff, takes that role in Mr. Bernier’s office, 
replacing Michele Austin.

At CIDA, Joanne McNamara remains Ms. 
Oda’s chief of staff and Jean-Luc Benoit 
moves maintains his position as the minis-
ter’s spokesman. Officials could not say who 
Ms. Oda’s senior policy advisor is as the 
team is still being assembled.

Hurricane Dean Assistance
The government has committed $2 mil-

lion in immediate humanitarian assistance 
funding to help countries affected by 
Hurricane Dean, which yesterday was bear-
ing down on numerous Caribbean countries 
and Mexico. Officials said this assistance is 
only part of a wider Canadian response.

First Van Doo Killed

A soldier with Québec’s Royal 22nd 
Regiment—the Van Doos—was killed in 
Afghanistan on Sunday, the day Afghanistan 
won independence from Britain in 1919. Pte. 
Simon Longtin (above) 23, from Montreal, 
was killed by a roadside bomb and is the 
first Van Doo to die since the regiment was 
deployed to the Central Asian country. He is 
the 67th Canadian soldier killed in Afghanistan.

Canada Beats Portugal in Rugby
In a warmup to next month’s Rugby 

World Series in France, Canada and 
Portugal played each other in Ottawa on 
Saturday, with the home team winning 42-
12, the Canadian Press reported. Canada 
will play its first game of the world series on 
Sept. 9 in Nantes against Wales.

Help for Quake-Devastated Peru
Canada will contribute $2 million to 

help with relief and reconstruction efforts 
in Peru after the country was struck by an 
earthquake measuring 8.0 on the Richter 
Scale last week. More than 500 people have 
been killed and 34,000 left homeless by the 
disaster.

Afghan Defense Official in Town
Afghanistan’s first deputy defense min-

ister, Ahmad Yusuf Nuristani, met with 
National Defense Deputy Minister Ward 
Elcock and other senior Canadian officials 
during a meeting in Ottawa last week. Mr. 
Nuristani briefed the officials on the status 
of Afghanistan’s National Army, which now 
stands at more than 50,000 trained person-
nel, the Afghan Embassy said. He also vis-
ited the Royal Military College in Kingston, 
Ont., and Toronto.

Canada Refused Gitmo Uighurs
The Canadian government refused an 

American request to provide asylum for 
several men of Uighur descent who were 
being held at the U.S. military base in 
Guantanamo Bay last year, the Canadian 
Press reported last week. The U.S. could 
not send the men back to China for fear 
they would be persecuted, but accord-
ing to a briefing note, it was felt the men 
would not be admissible under Canadian 
immigration laws. 

Canada-Indo Relations a Priority
Canada will work to deepen its relation-

ship with India in several key areas, including 
trade and economic development, Prime 
Minister Stephen Harper said in a state-
ment marking the emerging economy’s 60th 
anniversary of independence. “India is rising 
to global prominence and Canada stands 
ready to deepen our partnership with India 
to advance our common interests and to 
promote new opportunities for economic 
development and international trade for the 
benefit of both our peoples,” Mr. Harper said.

Helping Filipino Peace Process
Together with a Malaysian-led body, 

Canada will be participating in monitoring 
a ceasefire agreement between the Filipino 
government and Moro Islamic Liberation 
Front, CIDA official Tom Carroll was quoted 
by the Philippine Daily Inquirer as saying. 
The ceasefire is set to expire in September, 
but peace talks in Kuala Lumpur were 
expected to extend the mandate.

Remembering Dieppe
Veterans of the Second World War gath-

ered in Ottawa and France on Sunday to 
remember the 913 Canadians killed dur-
ing the ill-fated raid on the French town 
of Dieppe, which took place 65 years ago. 
Controversy still rages as to whether the 
attack, which also saw 600 Canadians 
wounded and 1,975 taken prisoner, helped 
the war effort by better preparing for the 
D-Day landings two years later, or was a sui-
cide attack that yielded no results.

Drug Company Gives Approval
Drug company GlaxoSmithKline Inc. will 

allow generic company Apotex Inc. to man-
ufacture an antiretroviral drug that will be 
made available to Rwanda through Canada’s 
Access to Medicines Regime, the company 
said last week. Apotex still needs consent 
from at least one other company for its 
three-in-one medication. So far, no pills have 
been distributed to Africa under the regime.

Canada Gives Taiwan a Boost
Canada has quietly supported Taiwan’s 

efforts to take part in World Health 
Organization meetings as an observer, 
the Globe and Mail reported last week. 
Taiwan contends membership in the body 
is essential as the world struggles to deal 
with pandemics like SARS and avian flu, 
both of which were found in China and the 
Asian region.
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How to fuel a conspiracy theory

Three conservative-minded North 
American leaders get together behind 
closed doors to plan the future secu-
rity and prosperity of the continent. If 

that is not a recipe for a conspiracy theory, I 
don’t know what is.

Why were Prime Minister Stephen 
Harper, U.S. President George Bush and 
Mexican President Felipe Calderon only 
meeting with top business leaders? Why 
wasn’t anyone else allowed into the dis-
cussions? Are they secretly planning to 
harmonize our currency, business regula-
tions, and otherwise generally move the 
North American trading block closer to the 
European Union model?

With so much room to speculate, the 
only surprising thing about the protests 
at the North American Leaders’ Summit at 
Montebello this week is that they were not 
even bigger.

The theory is that they are planning 
assimilation by stealth. Think of it as the 
political equivalent of placing a frog in a 
pot of cold water and gradually turning up 
the heat rather than dropping it into a pan 
of boiling H2O. 

The spin out of the three leaders’ camps 
is that this is nonsense and if we could only 
see and hear what is going on we would know 
that. That’s a bit rich, seeing as their bosses 
are the ones keeping everyone out. If that is 
the best they come up with, this conspiracy 
theory is going to grow by leaps and bounds. 

Maxime’s Maxim?
We cannot be sure because, well, every-

thing about the leader’s summit was so 
secret. However, it appears one of former 
Industry Minister Maxime Bernier’s first 
major edicts as Foreign Affairs Minister 
was to tell his department, in no uncertain 
terms, to withdraw permission for Council 
of Canadians’ Maude Barlow and other 
peaceful protestors to deliver a letter to the 
Leaders’ Summit at Montebello. 

We can, however, be sure that Foreign 
Affairs now has its most conservative, 
business-oriented minister in many a 
decade. One doubts Mr. Bernier will have 
many clashes with Prime Minister Stephen 
Harper over how the department should 
be run.

Mr. Bernier is already in some hot water 
back home in Quebec because of the fall-out 
from a government military aircraft procure-
ment process. The province has close to 60 
per cent of Canada’s aerospace industry—it 
is to Quebec what the auto pact is to Ontario 
—yet it will be lucky to get 30 per cent of the 

business from the C-17 purchase and other 
massive contracts that are in the pipeline.

As industry minister, Mr. Bernier initially 
tried to defend Quebec’s aerospace interests 
and insist that it get its full share, but quickly 
shut up and toed the government line when 
he was told to.

Mr. Bernier also finds himself in charge of 
a department that he knows nothing about, 
and which is now becoming used to having 
a revolving door for its ministers. It knows 
that the politicians come and go—very rap-
idly in recent years—but the bureaucracy 
goes on forever.

The Best Offence is Defence
Peter MacKay has been portrayed in 

many stories and columns since last week’s 
Cabinet shuffle as a well-liked, media-savvy 
and politically astute guy who has been 
brought in as the magic Aspirin to deal with 
the government’s Afghanistan public rela-
tions headache. All in all, the spin was posi-
tive about the move.

There was barely a peep about this being 
a blow for MacKay, which is strange given 
that so many journalists were hearing before-
hand from those supposedly in the know 
that Mr. MacKay had made it clear he did not 
want to move and expected to be staying put 
in put in foreign affairs. 

Mr. MacKay did not want the defence 
job. Who in their right mind would? Douglas 
Bland, chair of defence studies at Queen’s 
University, summed it up nicely when he 
told the Toronto Star’s Tonda MacCharles: 
“Nobody gets to be anything of importance 
after they become defence minister because 
they are so vulnerable to scandals, mis-
haps…. it’s been a poisoned pill for most 
people of ambition.”

With Afghanistan, make that a bottle of 
poison pills for Mr. MacKay.

Those close to Mr. MacKay are seeth-
ing. They see the shuffle as an insult to Mr. 
MacKay, who they believe was owed the cour-
tesy, as former Tory leader, of being granted 
his well-known wish to keep Foreign Affairs. 

They are also aware that the move was 
intended to neutralize Mr. MacKay as a politi-
cal rival. He will be too busy trying to avoid 
letting defence kill his career to think about 
much of anything else for a while.

Prime Minister Stephen Harper’s trip 
to Australia next month will offer 
Canada’s leader a chance to look back 
at what worked and what didn’t with 

the person experts say is the real influence 
behind his approach to Canadian foreign poli-
cy, Australian Prime Minister John Howard.

Since the Conservatives took power last 
year, critics, especially those in the opposi-
tion benches, have accused Mr. Harper of 
mimicking or following in the footsteps of 
U.S. President George W. Bush when deciding 
Canadian foreign policy.

Mr. Harper’s handling of Afghanistan, 
Canada’s muted involvement at the United 
Nations and other multilateral fora, harsh 
words directed towards Cuba, strong sup-
port for Israel, and others have all prompted 
accusations that where Mr. Bush’s Washington 
goes, Ottawa under the Conservatives follows.

Yet experts on Australia say those accusa-
tions are wrong and that, in fact, Mr. Harper 
took a page from Mr. Howard’s book when he 
was elected to power last year.

And while Mr. Harper has been forced 
to abandon many aspects of Mr. Howard’s 
foreign policy approach due to differences 
between Canadians and Australians and the 
desire to form a majority government, there 
are still some areas in which convergence is 
apparent and will likely be discussed when the 
two leaders meet in Australia next month.

“This is where some of the analysts get it 
wrong, where they say Harper is a copycat of 
the United States,” says Andrew Cooper, associ-
ate director of the Waterloo-based think tank 
Centre for International Governance Innovation. 
“I would say if there’s one model that’s very per-
suasive to Harper, it is the Australian model.”

On the surface, Canada and Australia 
share many of the same concerns and har-
bour similar views and stances on a variety of 
issues. The two countries, together with New 
Zealand, have an arrangement at the United 
Nations where they speak with one voice on 
many subjects so their message is louder.

The same approach has been developed at 
the World Trade Organization, and Australian 
High Commissioner to Canada William Fisher 
says the benefits are substantial.

“The attitudes that the Australian and 
Canadian governments have are going to be 
pretty much identical on pretty much every 
issue [at the UN], with one or two obvious 
exceptions like Iraq,” he says. “And that is 
true whether you have a Conservative or 
Liberal government [in Canada] and whether 
or not you have a Labour or Liberal govern-
ment in Australia.”

Indeed, reviewing the list of statements 
made by the Canada-Australia-New Zealand 
bloc at the UN when the Harper or Paul 
Martin governments were in power shows no 
significant difference in the number of joint 
submissions or their subjects.

But what experts note is that Mr. Harper 
has followed Mr. Howard in relegating multilat-
eral fora to a lower rung in his foreign policy.

On Sept. 21, 2006, Mr. Harper gave his 
first address to the UN General Assembly, in 
which he devoted half his speech to the mis-
sion in Afghanistan, before touching on such 
issues as Haiti, Darfur, nuclear non-prolifera-
tion, and Canada’s expectations for reform at 
the world body.

A week later, in an address to the 
Francophonie Summit, the prime minister 
referred back to his UN speech and again 
touched on a variety of subjects.

But in the dozens of speeches Mr. Harper 

has since given, the United Nations is only 
referenced in 13, of which 11 were that the 
mission in Afghanistan is a UN mission.

One of those 11 also referenced a climate 
change report released by a UN panel, while 
the last two were about Columbia’s role in the 
UN and Chile’s role in the UN mission in Haiti.

Experts say Mr. Howard’s approach has 
been to shelve global bodies in favour of 
regional coalitions and coalitions with like-
minded countries, and this is where they see 
Canada under Mr. Harper moving.

“Generally there’s been an effort by 
Canada to go for the global approaches,” says 
Paul Evans, CEO and co-president of the Asia-
Pacific Foundation. “The Australian approach 
is increasingly what I would describe as func-
tional and pragmatic. It tends to be more 
interested, and that’s where it’s in parallel 
with the Harper government, on results, and 
particularly if it can include the United States 
in those processes.”

The way in which the two countries are 
trying to deal with climate change is the most 
visible example of how Canada is turning 
towards coalitions. Mr. Howard has been work-
ing hard to get the United States, India, Japan, 
South Korea and China to sign onto his Asia-
Pacific Partnership on Clean Development 
and Climate (AP6), which focuses on develop-
ing clean technology rather than working to 
reduce emissions outright.

“What that means is there’s an effort to 
look at programs beyond Kyoto or that are 
different from the Kyoto approach,” says 
Paul Evans, CEO and co-president of the 
Asia-Pacific Foundation, who describes the 
two prime ministers as “kindred spirits.”

While there’s no indication whether 
Canada will be offered an invitation to join 
the AP6, it is interested, and if it were to join, 
would represent a significant move.

During a press briefing last week in advance 
of this week’s North American Security and 
Prosperity Partnership leaders’ summit, a 
senior government official said Mr. Harper 
and Mr. Bush were expected to discuss cli-
mate change and the AP6 during this week’s 
bilateral meeting between the two leaders.

“The AP6 is the most important example 
of an alternative approach to a global problem 
through a coalition of partners,” Mr. Evans 
says. “I think both the Howard government and 
the Harper government are pragmatic; they are 
interested in more immediate results, and this 
tends to be a coalitional approach.”

Mr. Howard has also tended to practice 
what Mr. Cooper describes as “niche diplo-
macy,” in which Australia focuses on a few 
particular regions, notably Southeast Asia 
and, to a lesser extent, Asia as whole, and a 
small number of issues.

“It really is a very limited but assertive for-
eign policy,” says Mr. Cooper. “It’s very selective 
in its approach to foreign policy. The things they 
take seriously, they take very seriously.”

Last month, then-foreign affairs minister 
Peter MacKay skipped the ASEAN Regional 
Forum meeting in the Philippines, where 
leaders from more than two dozen coun-
tries met to talk about security issues in the 
region and network, to attend the national 
Conservative caucus meeting.

At the same, Finance Minister Jim Flaherty 
was in Australia for Asia-Pacific Economic 
Co-operation meetings.

“That’s kind of an indication that, although 
you can never explain one person missing one 
meeting, that in Asia the Harper government 
has put less emphasis on the broad region-
wide processes as compared to working on 
specific problems with individual countries or 
with a coalition of countries,” Mr. Evans says.

Critics have long accused Canada of spread-
ing itself thin by being in too many places at 
once and trying to have a voice on all manner of 
subjects, and there have been indications that 
the Conservatives want to be more focused.

Earlier this year, staff at the Department 
of Foreign Affairs and International Trade 
were told that the government’s three main 
priorities lay with Afghanistan, the Americas 
and relations with emerging economies, par-

ticularly India and China.
Afghanistan taskforces have been estab-

lished at DFAIT and the Canadian International 
Development Agency, while several moves at 
have been made at Foreign Affairs to bolster 
Canada’s work in the hemisphere.

In the 1990s, Australia went through a 
significant discussion about its place in the 
world, and Asia in particular, that resulted in 
a push to better integrate and identify with 
its neighbourhood.

“Canada now is going through much the 
same process in wondering what kind of neigh-
bourhood they live in,” Mr. Cooper says, refer-
ring to the new focus on the Americas, which 
has long flown under Canada’s radar screen.

However, where niche diplomacy has 
worked for Australia, the experts warn 
that Canada will not be as successful. They 
describe Australia as a regional power, but 
Canada as a regional power without a region, 
which lends it own difficulties.

In addition, the Canadian government must 
contend with a variety of domestic interests 
that different regions and populations within 
the country hold.

“In some ways it shows the different psy-
chologies of the countries because it would 
be very hard for Canada to play only a niche 
game,” Mr. Cooper says.

Those interests have also had a hand in 
killing some of the advice and approaches Mr. 
Harper has tried to borrow from Mr. Howard, 
says Kim Nossal, head of the political studies 
department at Queen’s University.

It’s no secret that the two leaders have 
established a close relationship that predates 
Mr. Harper’s ascension to power last year. 
Mr. Howard’s national campaign director even 
advised the Conservatives in the last election.

High Commissioner Fisher acknowledg-
es that Mr. Howard “was very interested in 
the Canadian election here,” and that the 
personal relationship between Mr. Harper 
and Mr. Howard has had a “good accelera-
tion effect” on bringing the two countries 
closer together.

Relations between the two countries runs the 
gamut of departments from health to defence to 
indigenous issues, Mr. Fisher said. 

“What we try and do is see if Canada has 
done something on any given policy issue, 
we always say to our people ‘here is a terrific 
Canadian model’ and sometimes it will work, 
and sometimes it won’t work.

“So this means there is a great interest 
in the Howard government in the decisions 
that the Harper government takes,” he said, 
“and sometimes I would hope there would 
be some interest in the Harper government 
in some of the decisions that the Howard 
government is taking.”

Mr. Nossal says that when he became prime 
minister, Mr. Harper tried to approach foreign 
affairs in the same “straightforward, straight-
talking” way that Mr. Howard has always used.

“The things we saw at the outset of 
Harper’s term, in other words a robustness of 
support for the military, for the Afghanistan 

mission, for the war on terror, a robust-
ness for relations with the United States, 
those things may well have been taken from 
Howard’s book,” Mr. Nossal says.

He points to a speech Mr. Harper gave on 
March 13, 2006 during his first visit to meet 
with Canadian soldiers in Afghanistan as an 
example of the type of speech Mr. Howard 
would have given.

Mr. Harper also promoted a so-called prin-
cipled approach to foreign policy, in which 
democracy, freedom, rule of law and human 
rights trumped all other interests, and work-
ing with countries that shared those same 
values would be the priority.

Rupurt Darwall, a former adviser to for-
mer Conservative British prime minister John 
Major’s chancellor to the exchequer Norman 
Lamont, wrote in the September/October 
Policy Review described Mr. Howard’s foreign 
policy approach as a “conservative vision of 
international affairs, based on alliances of 
nations with shared interests and values.”

Like Canada, Australia’s relationship with 
the U.S. is its most important bilateral relation-
ship. It was on this basis of an alliance with a 
like-minded country, Mr. Darwall writes, that 
Mr. Howard was able to commit Australia to 
the wars in Afghanistan and Iraq.

That way of thinking won’t fly in Canada, as 
the Conservative government learned early in 
its mandate. Since then, it has tried to swing 
talk about Afghanistan towards the fact that 
it is a UN-approved mission involving dozens 
of other countries as the government grap-
ples with public perceptions of Canada as a 
peacekeeping nation and suspicion of anything 
remotely resembling American foreign policy.

When Mr. Howard became the first foreign 
leader to address Canada’s Conservative-con-
trolled Parliament last year, he spoke highly 
of the importance of the U.S. and the good the 
global superpower has done around the world.

That type of message played well in 
Australia, but it brooked criticism in Canada, 
Mr. Nossal says. Since then, Mr. Harper has 
taken a softer approach to foreign affairs, 
and so it will be interesting to see what kind 
of message Mr. Harper gives to Australians 
when he addressed the Australian parlia-
ment on the sixth anniversary of the Sept. 11 
terrorist attacks next month.

“When Harper came to power, he sounded 
much more Johnny Howard-like than certainly 
his Liberal predecessors, no surprise there,” 
Mr. Nossal says. “But what has struck me is 
that Harper has become less Howard-like in 
both actions and words as he confronts the 
Canadian reality, and what works for Howard 
in Australia won’t work for Harper in Canada.”

Mr. Nossal says this dampening of the 
Conservative message is largely due to the 
Conservatives’ desire to form a majority 
government.

“The reason he has become pragmatic 
on so many foreign affairs files is largely 
because of what he would like to happen at 
the next election.”

Canadian immigration officials at the 
country’s embassies in Thailand, Japan 
and Bangladesh have denied visas to 
four pro-democracy Burmese activists 

and political leaders who were planning to 
attend a conference in Ottawa next week due 
to fears they will try to stay in Canada once 
they arrive, says a local activist.

The Canadian Friends of Burma (CFOB), 
an Ottawa-based organization promoting 
democracy and human rights in Burma (also 
known as Myanmar) is organizing the confer-
ence, which will examine China’s role in the 
country. The CFOB is now seeking politi-
cal intervention from Immigration Minister 
Diane Finley and Public Safety Minister 
Stockwell Day.

“Immigration officers do not seem to 
understand or [lack] sufficient knowledge on 
the people’s struggle in Burma and Canada’s 
support,” reads the letter sent to Ms. Finley 
by CFOB executive director Tin Maung Htoo 
and dated Aug. 15.

“The reason the immigration officers gave 
in the rejection letter is not convincing and 
arbitrary, as well as undermining the role 
and the noble work of our guests for their 
homeland.”

In an interview last week, Mr. Htoo said 
the Canadian embassy in Thailand refused 
to issue visas for two Burmese activists, 
including the editor of a prominent maga-

zine focussing on Burmese issues. Both are 
travelling on Burmese passports, which Mr. 
Htoo said can be obtained even by activists 
due to corruption within the country or at 
embassies in neighbouring countries, though 
all are valid.

The Canadian embassy in Bangladesh 
has also denied a visa to an activist who is 
travelling on a Bangladeshi passport, while 

the embassy in Japan has refused to issue 
a visa for a pro-democracy political leader 
who holds a Burmese passport.

Mr. Htoo said the embassy in Bangkok has 
granted visas to three other activists, two 
of whom were forced to appeal after their 
requests were denied, while the embassy 
in South Korea has approved a visa for one 
person.

The conference in Ottawa is set to start 
on Aug. 29 and will bring together as many 
as 70 participants who will examine ways 
in which China can help bring about politi-
cal change and stability in Burma. The rul-
ing military junta refused to recognize the 
results of democratic elections held in 1990 
that saw Nobel laureate Aung San Suu Kyi 
elected prime minister. She has been under 
house arrest for the better part of 20 years.

“China is very, very important in order 
to have change in Burma because the 
[Burmese] military relies on China in terms of 
money, in terms of trade, military infrastruc-
ture, and political support,” Mr. Htoo said. 
“China always says they don’t want to get 
involved in the affairs of a country, but at the 
same time they want to see a stable country 
in the region. China understands this situa-
tion, and even though there are ideological 
differences, very recently China has been 
playing a role in order to break the political 
stalemate in Burma.”

The Chinese government has been invit-
ed to send representatives, and the Canadian 
government has also been asked if it would 
like to participate. But the decision by immi-
gration officials not to allow key pro-democ-
racy Burmese figures to attend will have a 
serious dampening effect, Mr. Htoo said.

It has also left a bad impression of Canada 
with those who are affected, all of whom are 
well-educated, run or oversee large organiza-
tions, have travelled to countries like the 

United States in the past, and could seek 
asylum in a variety of countries if they so 
desired, he added.

“They can’t believe it because they know 
Canada is very supportive of democracy and 
Burma,” Mr. Htoo said. “They are highly edu-
cated, the leaders of the organizations. They 
can speak English very, very well. Why can 
they not come? There is no reason for them 
not to come.

“What I am seeing is a lack of knowl-
edge and lack of understanding about the 
Burmese problem and the Burmese people 
by these civil servants working at different 
Canadian embassies,” he said. “On the other 
hand, we really appreciate politicians here. 
They are very supportive of Burma issues.”

Ms. Finley’s spokesman, Tim Vail, said he 
could not comment on the cases because of 
privacy concerns.

But Liberal MP Larry Bagnell, chair of 
the Parliamentary Friends of Burma, said 
his understanding is that some of those who 
have applied for visas are doing so in coun-
tries where they don’t have legal status.

“Where are they going to go back to?” he 
asked yesterday. “They should apply where 
they have legal status.”

The problem is that pro-democracy activ-
ism is not allowed under the military junta, 
which raises questions about when leniency 
should be granted to someone who is in such 
a position.

Mr. Bagnell said he has directed his staff 
to look into the matter and he is trying to 
help, but that staff at Canadian embassies 
abroad have rules they must follow, and that 
many people try to circumvent the immigra-
tion system in a variety of ways.

“It would be great if these people could 
come,” he said. “But if you don’t have legal sta-
tus, you’ve got no place to return back to.”

When he was a boy, Jezz Littlewood 
dreamt of joining the army. 
Academia and books were far 
from his mind, though he was 

an avid newspaper reader. At 18, in 1988, 
the lure of the army proved too strong to 
resist and so Mr. Littlewood lived out his 
fantasy by joining the Parachute Regiment 
in Britain. The parachute regiment isn’t just 
any regiment. The selection process is strict 
and rigourous. Those chosen must have 
above-average physical and mental quali-
ties. Parachutists are loners who work with 
minimal or very little support, often behind 
enemy lines. 

In those days, British soldiers weren’t sent 
to Iraq but to Northern Ireland, where the 
Irish Republican Army, largely a hit-and-run 
outfit whose antics pale in comparison to 
what insurgents in Iraq are doing today, was 
locked in a macabre embrace of bloodshed 
with the British government. Luckily for Mr. 
Littlewood, he never saw any combat in the 
two tours he served in Northern Ireland.

In late July, Mr. Littlewood, 36, was hired 
as director of Carleton University’s intel-
ligence and security program, replacing 

Martin Rudner, who retired in June. 
At 22, after four years in the army, and at 

a time when most boys become men, he quit 
the Parachute Regiment.

“[At that age] you begin to look around 
and think, ‘Ok, what do I really want to do?’” 
he says at his office in the Dunton Tower at 
Carleton University.

So back to academia it was for Mr. Littlewood. 
His parents, like most parents with sons and 
daughters serving in active combat zones, 
sighed in relief and welcomed his change of 
career, more so because he became the first 
person in the family to go to university.

“As an avid newspaper reader, I was 
always interested in the politics of the situa-
tion,” he says of his decision to study politics 
at the undergraduate level.

“That draws you, you shift away slightly 
from the person who wants to be on the 
ground, to pursue and study it in more detail.”

A Phd degree later, Mr. Littlewood has 
made his name in the world of academia, 
where his research specialty has been weap-
ons of mass destruction and proliferation 
issues. He’s published one book on the 
biological weapons convention and writ-
ten about 10 chapters in books published 
by other authors in the last seven years. 
As he enters teaching, he hopes to concen-
trate on contributing peer-reviewed articles 
to journals. Meanwhile, he’s also working 
on developing a new course on terrorism 
and political violence. He’s worked as an 
adviser to the United Nations Department for 
Disarmament Affairs and in Britain’s Foreign 
and Commonwealth Office’s counter-prolif-
eration department. Just before he took up 

his new position at Carleton, he was work-
ing as a researcher with the University of 
Southampton in Britain.

He was selected for the Carleton post 
out of 40 applicants from inside and outside 
Canada. He hopes to build on the work of 
his predecessor and make the Centre of 
Intelligence and Security Studies a venue that 
will attract experts locally and from abroad. 
Studying security and intelligence in this era 
of international terrorism, is an important 
aspect of academics to better understand 
threats terrorists pose, he said.

“Had we said in early 1998, ‘Is Kenya or 
Tanzania at risk of terrorism?’ Yes, but it 
wouldn’t have been high on everybody’s agen-
da,” he said, warning every country is at risk.

He adds that Canadians must move away 
from what he calls “a cushion of safety” line of 
thinking, which in essence means, terrorists 
will attack others “before they attack us.”

Talking of biological weapons, Mr. 
Littlewood said the danger is as profound 
as terrorism, despite the fact that a 1925 
protocol prohibits the use of these weapons 
and has made it customary for nations to shy 
from using them.

“But new scientific developments, inter-
est from new actors, particularly terror-
ists, always keeps the pressure on. There’s 
always a risk there,” he said.

Generally, the use of biological weapons 
is largely under control, though the situation 
needs “constant oversight.”

“And if there is any use of biological 
weapons in the future, both national and 
international responses need to be robust 
enough to ensure that the perpetrators are 

brought to justice,” said Mr. Littlewood.
Though new to Carleton, Mr. Littlewood is 

not new to Canada, where he has been living 
for the last year with his Canadian wife.

While Quebec has long been known 
to hold the key to the next election, 
if the Conservatives want to bol-
ster support for Canada’s mission 

in Afghanistan, it must also find ways to get the 
country’s female population on board as the 
results of a recent poll, which experts say are 
in line with historic trends, indicate support for 
the mission is sharply divided by gender.

An Innovative Research poll conducted 
from Aug. 2-8 asked 1,412 Canadians a variety 
of questions about the mission in Afghanistan, 
including whether they opposed or support-
ed sending Canadian troops to the Central 
Asian country, why the Conservatives remain 
committed to the mission, and when troops 
should be deployed to Asia.

With regards to sending troops to 
Afghanistan, the poll found that while 65 per 
cent of the 674 men questioned were in sup-
port, only 47 per cent of women shared that 
view. Fully half of the 737 women surveyed 
were opposed to sending soldiers to the coun-
try, compared to 33 per cent of men. The 
results for all questions are good to within plus 
or minus 2.6 per cent, 19 times out of 20.

The survey also found that while the same 
percentage of men felt Canadian soldiers in 
Afghanistan were providing critical assistance 
to local Afghans and trying to create a peace-
ful and democratic society, only half of women 
agreed. Thirty-six per cent of women felt the 
mission was putting Canadian lives at risk for 
no apparent benefit, compared to 27 per cent 
of men. Fifteen per cent of women said they 
didn’t know enough to respond, while 7 per 
cent of men shared the sentiment.

With regards to motives for the Conservatives 
remaining committed to sending troops to 
Afghanistan, women were far more cynical in that 
45 per cent felt it was to please the United States, 
as opposed to 37 per cent of men. Only 38 per 
cent of women felt the Conservatives were com-
mitted because they felt it was the right thing to 
do, as opposed to 53 per cent of men. Again, the 
number of women, 17 per cent, who didn’t know 
was significantly higher than men, 10 percent.

Sixty-two per cent of men said Canada 
should send troops to help when people in Asia 
and Africa are threatened by systematic human 
rights violations or countries collapse, even if 
no Canadian civilians are at risk and Canada has 
no direct interest at stake, compared to 48 per 
cent of women, while 32 per cent of men said 
Canada should do what the country can to help, 
but should not put Canadian lives at risk, as 
compared to 41 per cent of women.

Greg Lyle, Innovative Research’s managing 
director, said the results aren’t surprising.

“Gender is sort of a box that values can be 
found in, and women are disproportionately 
more opposed to putting anybody at risk in 
any circumstance than men,” he said. “Men 

are a lot more willing to say that a certain 
number of people being killed in action is the 
price for freedom.”

Rob Nelson, an expert on war and gender his-
tory at the University of Windsor, said women are 
getting closer to taking combat roles, there has 
been a clear gender divide between who fights in 
wars for centuries, which directly translates into 
how men and women think of war.

War, therefore, is bound up with mascu-
line ideals of honour and valour and broth-
erhood, while “women don’t carry this bag-
gage,” Mr. Nelson said.

“I think women are raised without being fed 
this idea that it is the highest virtue to be a sol-
dier,” he said. “They don’t have the same kind 
of purchase in those ideals and I think women 
are much more able to look objectively at war.

“They are able to look objectively at the 
pros and cons of something like Afghanistan, 
completely separate from this idea of honour 
and support the troops, and I think that lends 
them to be much more comfortable to be 
critical of the war in Afghanistan.”

When the Conservatives first came to power, 
they told Canadians that the days of peacekeep-
ing are over and that the country was returning 
to its traditional roots as a war-fighting nation 
that had stood shoulder to shoulder with its 
allies in the great wars of the last century.

Support sagged, and now the government is 
working to rebrand the mission by highlighting 
reconstruction and development efforts and 
downplaying the combat operations.

“If you were just appealing to men, recon-
struction efforts aren’t that important to push 
with a male audience,” Mr. Nelson said. “It 
doesn’t fit the martial image that an average 
male has of what it means to be a soldier, but 
it sure fits the much more objective, larger con-
text that women have of what war is about.”

Mr. Nelson did not know if the new focus 
on the other aspects of the mission had 
bolstered support. He also noted that some 
could perceive Peter MacKay’s move to head 
up the Department of National Defence as an 
attempt to “sex up” the mission.

“Whether it is or isn’t, that’s the benefit 
they’re going to get from that,” he said. “I 
think there’s no question moving MacKay can 
only help that department.”

But Marjorie Cohen, a professor of political 
science and women’s studies at Simon Fraser 
University, didn’t feel the shuffle would have 
much impact on female perceptions of the 
Afghan mission.

“I don’t think women are swayed by the ‘best 
dressed/looking angle,” Ms. Cohen wrote in an 
email. “In fact, I’ve never seen a political poll 
to indicate that in Canada they are, especially 
when there is an issue like war at stake.”

She was also skeptical of perceptions that 
trumpeting Canada’s reconstruction efforts 
instead of the combat mission will bring more 
women onside.

“There was a great attempt initially to make 
the ‘women’s issue’ in Afghanistan appear to 
be the main reason for being there,” she said, 
“but this was roundly criticized by feminists 
and women saw it as a ‘selling’ exercise.”

tion and expert panel have been propelled 
into the spotlight

Under the convention, countries can 
claim control of the seabed beyond their 
traditional 320-kilometre boundary limit if 
they can prove the ocean floor is connected 
to their continental shelf.

Upon ratifying the convention, countries 
have 10 years to gather data and file seabed 
claims. Russia’s deadline is this year, while 
Canada has until 2013 and Denmark must 
file by 2014. However, the United States has 
never signed onto the convention.

On May 17, President George W. Bush asked 
the U.S. Senate to do so, but despite broad 
support, significant movement has not been 
achieved, though one positive sign is that a 
U.S. Coast Guard vessel will be doing research 
in the Arctic starting this month.

With the U.S. in limbo, it is unclear how 
the UN panel, comprised of 21 experts from 
around the world, will process the claims. With 
Russia set to file by the end of the year, will 
the Russians wait until Canada and Denmark 
submit their own claims? But if so, what if the 
United States doesn’t accede to the conven-
tion? And will Russia wait for everyone else?

The UN official, who said the official line 
being adopted by the UN Division for Ocean 
Affairs and the Law of the Sea was that there 
was no comment because of lack of clar-
ity around the process, said the convention 
isn’t the first such problem for the UN.

“This has been the problem with inter-
national law as a whole,” he said, citing the 
refusal of India, Pakistan and Israel to sign 
the non-proliferation as an example. “It’s not 
just this issue, but if you have major players 
not adhering to a treaty, what do you do? 
Ultimately what the UN system as a whole 
tries to do is bring those parties on board.”

That would solve the problem because 
then the panel could go through the normal 
and slow process of evaluating the claims, 
“and always leaving in mind that before you 
come to a final decision on a country like 
Russia, just because it came first, that you 
would still deal with what the competing 
claims down the road might be.”

“I think what they’re trying to do in the 
short term is be patient with the U.S. because 
there have been fairly positive indications in 
recent months,” the official added, “and let’s 
see if we can work that out.”

Michael Byers, an Arctic expert at the 
University of British Columbia, said the U.S. 
government has realized that if it doesn’t 
accede to the convention, it could be exclud-
ed when it comes to divvying up the north.

“There’s also no fallback position for the 
U.S.,” he said. “The existence of a regime like 
this can also provide the crucial pressure to 
bring a major party inside. I’m very optimis-
tic that this will work, particularly because 
it’s the Bush administration that has decided 
it wants to ratify.”

Mr. Byers said the better part of each coun-
tries’ claim will be undisputed, and he expect-
ed the panel would grant those parts and take 
its time with the more sensitive areas.

“Although the commission doesn’t have 
any set procedure on how it will deal with 
the staggered timelines,” he said, “it is abso-
lutely certain that the committee would not 
take any action that would prejudice the 
interests of third states until such time as 
they can file their own claims.”

Russia actually made an initial submis-
sion in 2001, before Canada or Denmark 
had ratified the convention, but it was sent 
back by the panel because the information 
supplied wasn’t good enough. Since then, 
Canada and Denmark have ratified.

“I interpret that as partly a stalling tech-
nique on the part of the commission,” Mr. 
Byers said of the decision to ask Russia 

for more data. “The commission move to 
delay things is starting to look really smart. 
And I think that’s a precursor to the type of 
approach the commission will take.

“The commission knows that it is in not only 
a sensitive position, but an extremely impor-
tant position as a peaceful dispute mechanism, 
and it’s not going to do anything to undermine 
it’s ability to bring this to a peaceful and widely 
satisfactory close. The fact that we have this 
staggered timeline is inconvenient, but it’s not 
something that can’t be overcome.”

But even if the U.S. does accede to the 
convention,, says Rob Huebert, a fellow at 
the Canadian Defence and Foreign Affairs 
Institute in Calgary, there is no guarantee 
Russia, whose deadline to file a claim is this 
year, will wait the 10 years the U.S. will have 
to finish its research and submit its claim 
before moving on natural resource extrac-
tion projects within disputed areas.

“You’re darn tooting Russia’s going to get 
impatient,” he said. “And what Russia’s going 
to do, which is going to mess this all up, is 
start issuing development licenses to them-
selves and they’re going to start the drilling.”

Russia already conducted drilling at the 
North Pole in 2004, with the help of two Swedish 
icebreakers, he added, and there is nothing to 
stop them from doing the same thing again.

“The reality is they have no clue as to how it 
will play out, and it’s going to be left to the parties 
to deal with the issue like they would any other 
boundary dispute,” Mr. Huebert said. “There’s no 
process and there’s nothing saying that every-
body has to wait. That’s the problem.”

He was also skeptical of the idea of the 
UN expert panel trying to stall the process 
so the U.S. can get on board as the scientists 
who comprise it are wary of any allegations 
that may compromise the legitimacy of their 
findings, which will be the basis for negotia-
tions between states.

“The commission is really sensitive to 
claims they’re doing anything outside a tech-
nical evaluation,” he said. “They have a big 
club over their head saying ‘You’re only 
going to evaluate this on scientific merit.’”

But the uncertainty surrounding the pro-
cess doesn’t mean Canada and the other coun-
tries shouldn’t be doing the science necessary 
to make a submission to the UN, Mr. Huebert 
said. According to the convention, parties who 
want to be involved in dividing up the spoils 
must first prove their claim, declare it, then 
work together to find a resolution.

“Just because it’s going to be difficult in 
resolving how we divide it up does not take 
one iota away from the rush and dire need to 
get our science right. But it’s going to messy.”

U.S. President George W. Bush asked his coun-
try’s Senate on May 17 to accede to the UN 
Convention on the Law of the Sea.
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It’s impossible to say whether the 
United States will attack Iran before 
President George W. Bush leaves 
office in 17 months’ time, because 

nobody in the White House knows yet 
either.  It is easy to predict what would 
happen if the U.S. did attack Iran, howev-
er, and the signs are that the hawks in the 
White House are winning that argument.

The most alarming sign is the news 
that the Bush administration is about 
to brand Iran’s Islamic Revolutionary 
Guard Corps as a “terrorist organization.” 
This is a highly provocative step, for the 
IRGC is not a bunch of fanatical freelanc-
ers. It is a 125,000-strong official arm of 
the Iranian state, parallel to the regular 
armed forces but more ideologically moti-
vated and presumably more loyal to the 
ruling clerics.

Declaring the Revolutionary Guards 
a terrorist organization is not just a way 
for the U.S. government to vilify Iran 
as a terrorist state. It is one of the key 
policy disputes between those in the 
administration, notably Secretary of State 
Condoleezza Rice and Defence Secretary 
Robert Gates, who think an attack on Iran 
would be unwise, and those around the 
vice-president, who think it is essential.

Almost everybody in the Bush admin-
istration believes that Iran is seeking 
nuclear weapons in order to dominate 
the region and to attack Israel. (Others 
are less certain.) The war party, led by 
Dick Cheney, also believes that the cleri-
cal regime in Iran would collapse at the 
first hard push, since ordinary Iranians 
thirst for US-style democracy—and that 
the attack must be made while President 
Bush is still in office, since no succes-
sor will have the guts to do it. Even after 
all this time, the administration’s old 
machismo survives: “The boys go to 
Baghdad; the real men go to Tehran.”

So what will happen if Cheney & 
Co. get their way?  The Iranian regime 
would not collapse: President Mahmoud 
Ahmadinejad is now unpopular due to his 
mishandling of the economy, but patriotic 
Iranians would rally even around him if 
they were attacked by foreigners. What 
would collapse, instead, is the world’s oil 
supply and the global economy.

Major-General Yahya Rahim Safavi, 
commander-in-chief of the Revolutionary 
Guards, explained how that would be 
accomplished in a speech on Aug. 15 
(though he made no direct reference to 
the U.S. threat).  “Our coast-to-sea missile 
systems can now reach the length and 
breadth of the Gulf and the Sea of Oman,” 

he said, “and no warships can pass in the 
Gulf without being in range of our coast-
to-sea missiles.”  In other words, Iran 
can close the whole of the Gulf and its 
approaches to oil tanker traffic, and if the 
U.S. Navy dares to fight in these waters it 
will lose.

Despite the huge disparity in military 
power between the United States and 
Iran, this is probably true. Over-commit-
ted in Iraq and Afghanistan, the United 
States cannot come up with the huge 
number of extra troops that would be 
needed to invade and occupy a moun-
tainous country of 75 million people. 
The U.S. can bomb Iran to its heart’s 
content, hitting all those real and alleged 
nuclear facilities, but then it runs out of 
options—whereas Iran’s options are very 
broad.

It could just stop exporting oil itself. 
Pulling Iran’s three and a half million bar-
rels per day off the market, in its present 
state, would send oil prices shooting 
up into the stratosphere. Or it could 
get tough and close down all oil-tanker 
traffic that comes within range of those 
missiles—which would mean little or no 
oil from Iraq, Saudi Arabia or the smaller 
Gulf states either. That would mean glob-
al oil rationing, industrial shut-downs, 
and the end of the present economic era.

Can those missiles do all that? Yes, 
they can. The latest generation of sea-
skimming missiles have mobile, easily 
concealed launchers, and they would 
come in very fast and low from any-
where along almost 2,000 kilometres of 
Iran’s Gulf coast. Sink the first half-dozen 
tankers, and insurance rates for voyages 
to the Gulf become prohibitive, even if 
you can find owners willing to risk their 
tankers.

It’s very doubtful that US air strikes 
could find and destroy all the missile 
launchers—consider how badly the Israeli 
air force did in south Lebanon last sum-
mer—so Iran wins. After a few months, the 
other great powers would find some way 
for the United States to back away from 
the confrontation and let the oil start flow-
ing again, but the U.S. would suffer a far 
greater humiliation than it did in Vietnam, 
while Iran would emerge as the undisput-
ed arbiter of the region.

Many, perhaps most senior American 
generals and admirals know this, and 
are privately opposed to a foredoomed 
attack on Iran, but in the end they will do 
as ordered. Vice-President Dick Cheney 
and his coterie don’t know it, preferring 
to believe that Iranians would welcome 
their American attackers with glad cries 
and open arms. You know, like the Iraqis 
did. And Cheney seems to be winning the 
argument in the White House.

HARPER, BUSH AND 
CALDERON: JUST A 

MEETING OF FRIENDS?

Reporters herded into the make-do press room at the Chateau 
Montebello curling rink had only one real worry: that they would 
have a story to tell of any value. Shakespeare would have put it 
more bluntly: they were in risk of “becoming idiots, telling a tale of 

sound and fury, signifying nothing.”
There was certainly enough fury to be had as helicopters filled the sky, 

leading up to the arrival of President George Bush’s Marine One helicopter at 
the pleasant old log-built resort. The Chateau was separated from the rest of 
the world by the Ottawa River, churned up by police Sea-Doos, patrol boats 
and a hovercraft, on one side and a second-growth plantation of mixed trees, 
two fences and a human wall of RCMP and Quebec police on the other. 

Mr. Bush, who was first greeted by chefs and staff of the hotel, then 
walked around the main log house surrounded by a Secret Service phalanx, 
met a waiting Prime Minister Stephen Harper outside one of the Chateau’s 
side doors in the presence of a pool of journalists who happened to be 
standing beside an actual pool.

Asked what he thought about the demonstrators outside the resort, Mr. 
Harper said the protest was “disappointing” and “sad.” Mr. Bush responded 
to the same question by silently looking back over his shoulder with a grin 
as he entered the Chateau, his arm over Mr. Harper’s shoulder.

Mr. Harper’s comment, the only thing he had to say to media on that 
occasion even though he was waiting with them for a stretch of time before 
the president arrived, was more accurate than he may have meant.

For so many people, Mr. Bush has become a lightning rod for everything 
that appears to be wrong with the world today. This is a real problem for 
protestors: it now seems virtually impossible to mount a focused criticism 
against the president’s appearance, at least in Canada. 

Is the offense Iraq, Afghanistan, Iran, imprisonment, torture, spying on 
citizens or the secrecy of the Security and Prosperity Partnership? Mr. 
Bush’s White House has earned something like broad-based support when 
it comes to his many critics. He is guilty of everything. On the street this 
may be having the effect of making him guilty of nothing.

When it came down to the Montebello meeting’s stated purpose, this summit 
was curiously devoid of the kind of overwhelming background briefing books 
and enhanced agenda support material of the kind that Canada’s Liberal govern-
ment used to like to provide at similar events. The Liberals, one senior journalist 
remarked, had a capacity for keeping the media swimming in documentation 
—often to the media’s confusion. But the Harper government operates from a far 
more sparse playbook. For a North American leaders summit that was supposed 
to deal with complex border issues, this was not a good thing.

One of the few useful documents on the discussions between the three 
leaders and their invited big-business guests was the 30-page report pre-
pared by the North American Competitiveness Council. Unfortunately, it 
was released after the meeting ended.

In the end, everyone was caught flatfooted: leaders, their assistants and 
guests, and the media. The same could be said about the protesters outside 
the double fence and the squads of Quebec riot police. 

Did that make the Montebello meeting “sad” and “disappointing?” Or 
was it just a private meeting of friends, as Mr. Bush called it, of no real inter-
est to the public and with no significance?

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South African Deputy Minister’s Sacking a Mistake

The sacking of South Africa’s dep-
uty minister of health, Madlala-
Routledge, by President Thabo 
Mbeki last week is indicative of 

what is tragically going wrong with Africa’s 
economic giant.  The move comes after 
media reports that she went on an unau-
thorized trip to Madrid, with a consultant 
and her son, that may have cost taxpay-
ers up to $22,000.  If such a story is to be 
believed, it will bode well with the image 
that South Africa has been attempting to 
project, a champion of good governance 
and accountability in a continent often 
plagued with rampant corruption. However, 
critics contend that she was punished for 
her outspoken criticism of the state’s con-
troversial HIV/AIDS policy. Health Minister 
Manto Tshabalala-Msimang is known as “Dr. 
Beetroot” for her remarks to HIV patients, 
whom she advises to eat beetroot and garlic 
as substitutes to anti-retrovirals, the effi-
cacy of which she has questioned on more 
than one occasion.  

This southern African state is, by all 
accounts, Africa’s economic powerhouse, 
with a Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of 

approximately 25 per cent of the entire 
continent’s GDP.  The formal sector, based 
on services, mining and manufacturing, 
can rival the majority of OECD states.  
Its largely affluent white population have 
long reaped the benefits of a competitive 
and robust economy, characterized by an 
abundant supply of 
mineral resources; 
well-developed legal, 
financial, communi-
cation and transport 
sectors; and a stock 
exchange that ranks 
amongst the largest 
top 20 in the world. 

It comes as no sur-
prise that the inter-
national community 
regards the “rainbow 
nation” as a model 
for its neighbors—
the poverty-stricken 
Zimbabwe in particu-
lar—to emulate and 
learn from its experiment with a multipar-
ty, multi-ethnic representative democracy. 
Although South Africa appears to be a more 
stable state than it has ever been during its 
turbulent history of apartheid, the ANC’s 
overly euphoric account of South Africa’s 
state of affairs does not spark much reso-

nance amongst the bulk of its population, 
many of whom have yet to experience the 
economic and social benefits of their coun-
try’s integration into the global system.  

Since 1994, little has changed for the 
majority of its black population, who com-
prise approximately 79 per cent of the 

country’s population.  
Today, more than 48 
per cent of its black 
population continues 
to live in abject pov-
erty. Having inher-
ited one of the most 
racially-skewed land 
distributions in the 
world, the govern-
ment’s track record in 
addressing the plight 
of the country’s small-
scale black farmers is 
disappointing at best.  
In 1993, white South 
Africans—predomi-
nately 60,000 farmers 

and the state—effectively owned approxi-
mately 87 per cent of the country’s agricul-
tural land.  By last year, the redistribution 
program had only succeeded in transfer-
ring an area of approximately 3.4 per cent 
of commercial agricultural land to blacks.  

On the health front, the ANC govern-

ment has been battling the disastrous effects 
of the HIV/AIDS epidemic in the country.  
Today, more than 5.5 million South Africans 
are thought to be living with the virus. 
Approximately 85,000 patients have received 
the government’s free antiretroviral treat-
ment thus far since the program was first 
introduced back in 2003. 

Having one of the highest HIV prevalence  
rates in the world, one of the most unequal 
societies, a spiraling crime rate, and a looming 
land crisis, South Africa’s leaders are on a hasty 
gallop to try and avert the social crisis that 
threatens its fragile democratic institutions, as 
well as its ethnic cohesiveness and the stability 
that it has fought so hard to achieve since the 
end of apartheid.  As the ruling party has come 
to realize, nation-building is a process in itself 
and its success largely depends on the ability 
of the state to bridge the economic and social 
divide that has separated South Africans for so 
long. Unless social and economic reforms are 
speeded up, the country’s achievements will 
be undermined by the festering dissatisfaction 
and frustration with government’s handling of 
the economy and its attempts to address the 
social ills of apartheid that are still haunting 
the country.

cle does not portray a realistic picture 
of Pakistan. It is absolutely unjustified 
and incorrect to say that Pakistan is 
leaning towards instability.

On the basis of objective realities, 
it will be fair to say that Pakistan is 
a country on the rise. It gained con-
siderable political and economic 
stability during the last seven years. 
For the first time in the country’s 
history, parliament will complete its 
tenure and the elections will be held 
on schedule according to constitu-
tional provisions.

The political stability has contrib-

uted to economic development and 
growth. Today, with average GDP 
growth of six to eight per cent per 
year maintained during the last four 
years, Pakistan is among the fast-
est growing economies in Asia. The 
size of the economy and per capita 
income doubled during the last seven 
years. The record foreign investment 
of more than $6 billion received dur-
ing the last financial year is a mani-
festation of the confidence of foreign 
investors in Pakistan.

Talking of democracy, Pakistan 
has a sustainable democracy. It has a 
functioning parliament. The judiciary 
is independent and many countries 
do not match the level of freedom 
enjoyed by the press in Pakistan. 

The government will ensure free 
and fair elections and international 
observers will be welcomed.

As regards extremism, Pakistan 
is a moderate and progressive coun-
try where extremists are in minor-
ity. Incidents related to Lal Masjid 
[the Red Mosque] should be treat-
ed as isolated. The government is 
committed to and has taken strong 
action against such elements.

I would like to point out that 
Pakistan, as other developing coun-
tries, faces challenges, which the gov-
ernment seeks to redress in terms of 
our constitutional requirements.

Pakistan Not Leaning Towards Instability

The recent cabinet shuffle by 
Prime Minister Harper presents 

an opportunity for the Conservative 
government to address three signifi-
cant shortcomings that they have so 
far refused to address with respect 
to our mission in Afghanistan.

The following three recommen-
dations should be championed 
by new Foreign Affairs Minister 
Maxime Bernier, for they will ensure 
a greater likelihood of success in 
Afghanistan:

1) Canada should immediately 
repair, rebuild and re-equip the 
Mirwais General Hospital. It is the 
only medical facility in Kandahar 
accessible to the average Afghan. Its 
dilapidated condition is a constant 
reminder of our failure to effectively 
help those most in need in this belea-
guered country and a political sym-

bol that can be used by those who 
seek to increase dissent against us. 

2) Canada should work with 
NGOs and our allies to redirect 
Afghanistan’s opium production 
towards the manufacture of legal, 
pharmaceutical grade narcotics. 
This would destroy the insurgen-
cy’s financial underpinnings and 
give farmers, and the country, a 
value-added industry. The U.S.-led 
poppy eradication program has 
proven to be an unmitigated 
disaster. It has caused a rebound 
increase in production and, worst 
of all, increases the risk to our 
troops due to farmers joining the 
Taliban as eradication wipes out 
their only source of income.

3) Canada should lead an all-
out effort to increase the train-
ing, funding and equipping of the 

Afghan National Army (ANA) and 
especially the Afghan National 
Police (ANP). In the end, south-
ern Afghanistan’s security will be 
dependant on the ability of the 
ANA and ANP to provide security 
and stability in that region. 

The future of Afghanistan and 
the success of our mission relies 
on the implementation of solutions 
that, to date, have been neglect-
ed. Adopting these initiatives will 
truly be supporting our troops and 
will enable the Afghan people to 
achieve the peace and security 
they richly deserve.

Shuffle: Chance for New Direction in Afghanistan
The incident  (RE: “Libya, the 

Bulgarians and the Lockerbie 
Bombing,” Aug. 1) of the Bulgarian 
nurses and Palestinian doctor, 
which the Libyan people managed 
to handle, despite the agony it 
caused, with dignity and wisdom 
to a peaceful, satisfactory end, was 
not an exception. Some people just 
could not swallow that, and what-
ever good it might bring to Libyan 
people was too much for their tol-
erance and sick stomachs.

From the early beginning, it was 
quite evident that the pitiful Libyan 
children were deliberately injected 
with the AIDS virus during their visits 
to the children’s hospital at the city 
of Benghazi. Despite the fact that 
the crime was deliberately commit-
ted against 426 children, 56 of whom 
have already passed away, and it is 
unmatched with any other crime, 
Libya opted not to rush to any con-
clusions and to investigate the matter 
in a decent manner and through the 
adequate legal procedure.

From the preliminary stages of 
the trial to the decision to transfer 
the suspect to the Bulgarian gov-
ernment, the case of the Bulgarian 
nurses and the Palestinian doctor 
was entirely handled by the fully 
independent and utterly competent 
Libyan judiciary system. The Libyan 
government and Libyan leader have 
not intervened at any level or in any 
form or shape in the deliberations 
of the respective courts or tried to 
influence their procedures or reso-
lutions. The unilateral resolution of 
the Bulgarian government to release 
the convicted, which was contrary 
to what has been agreed and defi-
ant of the bilateral and international 

agreements, came as a surprise and 
shock to the Libyan government, 
Libyan people, and especially for 
the victims and their families. They 
all reserve the right to act accord-
ingly and they will in due time and 
in the appropriate manner.

On the other hand, whatev-
er agreements were reached and 
signed between the Libyan govern-
ment on one side and the European 
Union and some of its members on 
the other side, were not part of a 
claimed deal or the price of Libya’s 
humanitarian gesture to transfer the 
convicted to Bulgaria. For a very 
long time, Libya has been earnestly 
trying to correct the wrong impres-
sions and amend its bridges with the 
West after many years of intensive 
biased efforts from those who were 
pushing in the opposite direction. 
That did not start with releasing the 
convicted, but if it was perceived by 
the West as another step in the right 
direction and Libya would certainly 
welcome that and use it to the ben-
efit of all the concerned parties.

Now that Libya has opted to 
resolve a delicate manner in a civi-
lized, sage, constructive manner that 
reflected the nobility of its people, 
especially the families of the victims, 
and the willingness of its government 
to discuss with others in transparen-
cy and with sincerity all matters and 
reach just conclusions with them, it 
expects the world to appreciate what 
it has courageously done, encourage 
it and utilize it to benefit a world that 
is not in need of more hostilities, ani-
mosity and negativity.

Libya Will Continue to Move On

Mr. Bernier has all the physical attributes 
needed to be the face of Canada. But apart 
from the fact that he is an ardent free mar-
ket supporter whose career has been in the 
financial and banking sectors, Mr. Bernier, 44, 
comes with little political experience, having 
been an elected member of Parliament for 
only two years, representing the mostly rural 
riding of Beauce in Quebec.

His mercurial rise to the foreign minister’s 
post, an important portfolio, was as fast as his 
entry into politics. Mr. Bernier came into federal 
politics riding on the wave of a Conservative 
surge in Quebec in the last election, which saw 
the Tories elected in 10 ridings. Two things 
were going for Mr. Bernier when he was elected: 
Beauce, a federalist riding with no particular 
party loyalty, is a hub of small- and medium-size 
businesses. Mr. Bernier’s fiscal conservative-
ness fit in well with the business-minded locals. 
Secondly, he had something to build on. His 
father, Gilles Bernier, was a former member of 
Parliament for the riding from 1983 to 1988. 
In 1993, former prime minister Kim Campbell 
barred the elder Mr. Bernier from contesting 
the riding on a Progressive Conservative ticket 
due to fraud allegations, of which he was later 
acquitted. The senior Bernier ran as an indepen-
dent and won. In the last election, his son won 
the riding with 67 per cent of the vote.

In February 2006, Prime Minister Stephen 
Harper appointed him minister of industry, 
a portfolio where he was more than willing 
to show his free market inclinations, a move 
which sent a buzz through the business com-

munity. Two months after his appointment, 
the media unearthed documents that showed 
that Mr. Bernier was mulling over scrapping 
rules that block foreign control of telephone 
companies. As a free market proponent, Mr. 
Bernier also favors fewer and more efficient 
federal controls on businesses. He supports 
the idea that the more open an economy is, the 
healthier the competition. For those who have 
followed his career, this was not surprising. 

While he was working with the Montreal 
Economic Institute, both as a board member 
and later as vice-president, he espoused con-
servative fiscal policies. He once proposed 
that Canada should adopt a flat-rate personal 
income tax, arguing that it will avoid penaliz-
ing productive effort and wealth creation. He 
stressed that the current progressive rates on 
personal taxes are arbitrary and not objective 
and will, in the long-run, discourage individu-
als from earning more because their tax bur-
dens increase when they do more work.

Just before the election last year, Mr. 
Bernier worked as vice-president of corpo-
rate affairs and communications for Standard 
Life of Canada insurance company, as well as 
director of business and international rela-
tions at the Commission des valeurs mobil-
ières de Québec, the province’s securities 
commission. Previously he worked in the 
office of the deputy premier of Québec.

But as he assumes the high-profile post 
of minister of foreign affairs, little is known 
about Mr. Bernier’s background in relation 
to foreign policy issues. Before he became 
foreign minister, Peter MacKay had almost a 
decade of political experience behind him as 

an MP, an opportunity that gave him ample 
time to hone his skills and build experience, 
thanks to the fact that he sat on a couple of 
committees. But by virtue of being appointed 
minister straight after the polls, Mr. Bernier 
lacks the committee experience that most 
rising MPs go through. However, as the often-
quoted Harold Wilson statement goes, a week 
in politics is a long time. Despite his 18-month 
stint as industry minister, he was known as a 
solid performer, a fact that evidently did not 
go unnoticed by Mr. Harper. He also has the 
reputation of being a loyal Stephen Harper 
foot soldier.

“Mr. Bernier is a young minister who has a 
very strong perspective on economic affairs,” 
Mr. Harper said after last week’s cabinet 
swearing in.

“But in terms of the development of this 

government and his own development, I 
think he deserves a new challenge. And I 
hope and I believe he will be a very effective 
representative for Canada.”

Mr. Bernier is part of a government whose 
prime minister has a tight leash on issues. 
And as a new minister, observers of for-
eign affairs will be watching closely how he 
operates in an environment where ministers 
first have to seek approval from the Prime 
Minister’s Office before they say anything in 
public. His entry into the foreign affairs port-
folio also comes at a crucial time—a time 
in which Canada’s mission in Afghanistan 
comes into sharp focus whenever casualties 
rise. His main goals will be to sell the mission 
to Canadians as well as to Quebec, a prov-
ince where support for the mission is low.

Holding the Bully’s Coat
By Linda McQuaig
Doubleday Canada

Canadians of all political stripes are 
angry with their lot in life lately, and they 
want to do something about it. From 
Andrea Mandel-Campbell’s recently pub-
lished lament for Canadian competitive-
ness—a more right-wing take on what’s 
wrong with Canada today—to Linda 
McQuaig’s latest book Holding the Bully’s 
Coat—a left-leaning look at all the “bad” 
things we’re doing (and not doing) on the 
international stage— Canadian journal-
ists seem intent on diagnosing what ails 
us and doing something about it.

Linda McQuaig spends most of 
Holding the Bully’s Coat tacking the issue 
of Canada’s complacency—why we’ve let 
the government reposition Canada as an 
obstructionist force that’s taking orders 
from the White House, the author says. 
Ms. McQuaig, who’s written for The Globe 

and Mail, Maclean’s and The Toronto Star, 
as well as having published many books 
including the 2004 It’s the Crude, Dude, is 
frustrated with the conservative politics 
and policies she sees being promoted 
from Parliament Hill, and wants to shake 
Canadians into recognizing this shift. 

Ms. McQuaig analyzes Canada’s 
defence policy—particularly our role in 
Afghanistan— energy policy, public safety 
measures since Sept. 11, 2001, and foreign 
policy—in particular Stephen Harper’s 
pro-Israel sentiments—and finds evidence 
that much of the government’s current 
positions are suspiciously pro-American.

Few groups escape the author’s 
criticism for promoting this new aggres-
sive outlook, from the business leaders 
involved in trilateral talks with Mexican 
and American power brokers, to the media, 
which Ms. McQuaig chides for unblink-
ingly supporting our troops and mission 
in Afghanistan. While Conservative Prime 
Minister Stephen Harper remains her 
prime target for what’s wrong with Canada 
today, Ms. McQuaig also points a finger at 
former Liberal prime minister Paul Martin 
for starting the tilt towards the policies of 
U.S. President George W. Bush. 

While Ms. McQuaig has no time for 

people like Jack Granatstein and Chief of 
Defense Staff Gen. Rick Hillier, two of the 
people she accuses of making Canada 
a more militaristic and less peacekeep-
ing-focused nation, she single out those 
like Justice Dennis O’Connor and his 
report on the events surrounding Maher 
Arar for his “moral clarity” in recogniz-
ing that the Canadian authorities over-
looked human rights treaties in their 
quest to catch a terrorist. 

As much as I was looking forward 
to Holding the Bully’s Coat, I was dis-
appointed by the sometimes radical, 
left-wing tone that overcame this gener-
ally well-written and solidly researched 
book. Perhaps the tone is part of Ms. 
McQuaig’s rallying call for a new, defiant 
Canada, but I found it a bit off-putting. I 
agree that we need to change our global 
reputation on climate change, foreign 
aid and to get our energy security in 
order, but this book didn’t hold any clear 
answers as to how Canada can go about 
doing this. While the author seems to 
hint that voting the Conservatives out 
will solve part of the problem, there is 
no clear solution or remedy for making 
things better after the next election.

the U.S. has maintained a list of entities that 
support terrorism long before the terrorist 
attacks of Sept.11, 2001, this will be the first 
time that it has listed a country’s armed 
forces as a terrorist organization.

But while the move breaks new ground, the 
argument that countries allied to the U.S. will 
follow its example, arises from the fact that 
the decision is being judged in the context of 
recent events relating to designating the terror-
ist label to organizations, said Jezz Littlewood, 
director of the Centre for Intelligence and 
Security Studies at Carleton University.

“Given the international reach of terrorism, 
it makes sense for the allies to have an agree-
ment to target resources to combat terrorism. 
So it’s good policy practice that allies will have 
similar or the same organizations on their list 
of terrorist organizations but it’s not an auto-
matic process and it’s not something that hap-
pens just because the United States is saying 
‘we want it done,’” said Mr. Littlewood.

Mr. Littlewood contends that countries are 
not likely to jump on the U.S bandwagon 
because of differences in legal procedures 
and how these countries define terrorism. 
Following the Sept. 11 attacks on New York and 
Washington, D.C., six years ago, most countries 
in the West adopted the U.S. example of having 
a list with names of organizations and individu-
als who support terrorism. In most cases, the 
lists contain the same organizations. But poli-
tics has played a role in defining terrorism, and 
subsequently determining whether an entity 
should be labeled as a terrorist organization 
or not. For instance, while the United States 
designated the Sri Lankan Tamil Tigers as a ter-
rorist organization several years ago, Canada 
under the Liberals delayed doing so. They 
were added last year when the Conservatives 
came to power. Critics said the Liberals fear of 
losing the estimated 200,000-strong Tamil vote 
was behind the indecision.

A survey of lists of organizations that sup-
port terrorism from Australia, Canada, New 
Zealand, the European Union and the U.S. 
shows a marked difference on who goes on 
the list. For instance, while Canada, Britain, 
the U.S. and the EU have listed the Tamil 
Tigers as a terrorist organization, Australia 
and New Zealand have not. While Canada 
only listed the Tigers in April last year (fol-
lowed by the EU in May), Britain has had 
the Tigers on the terror list since 2001. In 
addition all these countries only list non-
state organizations and have not listed any 
country’s army as a terrorist group.

The current U.S. intention to list the IRGC 
is spurred by politics, the more reason Canada 
might be hesitant to follow suit, said Barry 
Cooper, a professor of political science at the 
University of Calgary. Mr. Cooper argues that 
the decision should be seen in the context of 
what is going on between Iran and the U.S. over 
the future of Iraq.

“In fact it may be nothing more than a 
bargaining chip,” said Mr. Cooper.

The Washington Post said the decision to 
list the IRGC was motivated by U.S. frustra-
tion over Iran’s increasing role in Iraq and 
Afghanistan and Tehran’s support for extrem-
ists in the Middle East. Mr. Cooper said even 
if the U.S. officially lists the Revolutionary 

Guards as terrorists, he doesn’t see Canada 
doing the same immediately.

“I don’t think it belongs in the same cat-
egory as designating conventional terrorist 
organizations,” he said.

Mélisa Leclerc, a spokeswoman for Public 
Safety Minister Stockwell Day, said Canada will 
continue working closely with its allies in fight-

ing terrorism, but declined to comment on 
whether the government will list the IRGC as a 
terrorist organization.

“It would be inappropriate to comment on 
which entities may be under consideration, 
but I can say that the assessment process for 
possible new listings is continuous,” she said.

Terrorist Groups and WhenThey Were Listed



Gino Arciniega Luces, a new counsel-
lor at the Peruvian Embassy, experi-
enced his first earthquake when he 
was seven years old. It was a mas-

sive quake of 7.9-magnitude that hit high up 
in the Peruvian Andes.

According to the stories he was told, 
the quake caused a glacier to melt. The 
water gushed down the slopes of the Andes, 
filled a lagoon, causing floods that swept 
away hundreds of villages. About 70,000 
people died from the quake. Since then, Mr. 
Arciniega said, he’s physically experienced 
three quakes while living in Peru.

Last Thursday, a day after an 8.0-magni-
tude earthquake hit Peru, killing 450 people 
and injuring 1,500 others, Mr. Arciniega and 
fellow diplomats at the Peruvian Embassy in 
Ottawa were busy handling phone calls and 
assessing what role they could play in help-
ing the victims.

“I was very concerned, not only about 
my family, but my whole country,” said Mr. 
Arciniega, who arrived in Ottawa to take up 
his new post on July 2.

The first he heard of the quake was when 
his father-in-law called him on Wednesday 
night to say a tremor had hit the country and 
that everyone in his family was all right.

“But I was surprised when I turned on the 

television and on the news they said it was 
an earthquake,” he said, not expecting the 
event to have been very serious.

In the quake’s aftermath, phone lines to 
Peru didn’t work and, Mr. Arciniega said, this 
made it even more difficult to gather informa-
tion about relatives and family back home.

Shortly afterwards, he called his col-
leagues in Ottawa to find out how they were 
coping with the news. Luckily, the families 
of most of the Peruvian diplomats in Canada 
were safe. At work on the morning after, the 
embassy was inundated with calls from anx-
ious Peruvians seeking news about relatives 
back home.

Even Canadians planning to travel and 
other foreigners with businesses in Peru 
were calling the mission, which was a bee-
hive of activity.

Last week’s quake reminded Mr. Arciniega 
of a similar one that hit Peru in 2001, while he 
was based in the Netherlands.

“We collected clothes and medicine from 
well-wishers and the Latin American communi-
ty in the Netherlands,” he said, noting he’ll likely 
be doing the same thing, gathering supplies and 
material to help his country, for this quake.

The embassy and the Peruvian consulates in 
Montreal, Toronto and Vancouver were still co-
ordinating with the ministry of foreign affairs in 
Lima and the Peruvian community in Canada to 
explore means of helping victims back home.

“Despite the sad news, we have to move 
on,” said Mr. Arciniega. “We are diplomats 
and we are prepared to work, help and sup-
port our people.”

Mr. Arciniega joined the Peruvian foreign 
service 17 years ago, four years after gradu-
ating from university with a degree in law and 
political science. Between 1992 and 1995, he 
served as third secretary and deputy consul 
at the Peruvian Consulate General in Rome, 
where he was in charge of legal affairs.

He clearly remembers his time in Rome 
as one in which the embassy worked hard 
to facilitate the recognition of thousands 
of Peruvians—estimated at the time to be 
70,000—living in Italy illegally.

“There was a time the Italian government 
gave an amnesty to foreign workers and I 
think we did our best for our people by get-
ting them the documents and whatever help 
they needed,” he said, adding that most of 
them eventually ended up getting permits to 
live and work in the European country.

In the late 1990s, he served as second secre-
tary in the Netherlands and was later promoted 
to first secretary where he then served as alter-
nate representative of Peru to the Organization 
for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons.

In addition, Mr. Arciniega is a decorated 
diplomat, having been awarded the Wissam 
Al-Aaoui order by the Kingdom of Morocco. 
At home, he was decorated with an award for 
meritorious diplomatic service to Peru.

His wife and two daughters, aged eight and 
five, arrived three weeks ago. Now Mr. Arciniega 
says most of his time is spent with them. For 
fun he likes watching the Discovery and History 
channels, as well as reading and swimming. He’s 
fluent in Spanish, English and Italian.
