Stephen Lewis said there is “unacknowl-
edged, subterranean racism at work” by 
Western governments’ indifference and fail-
ure to do more for Africa, reports the Globe 
and Mail. Speaking in Toronto on Monday, 
Mr. Lewis also criticized the corporate 
world for not paying attention to Africa. 

Spreading the Net in D.C. 
Liberal MP Belinda Stronach will be in 

Washington, D.C., tomorrow representing 
Canada’s Spread the Net campaign at the White 
House Summit on Malaria, hosted by First Lady 
Laura Bush. The summit will bring together 
international experts, NGOs and other groups 
to discuss the prevention of malaria in Africa. 
Spread the Net is a web-based fundraising and 
education campaign supported by UNICEF.

Human Trafficking Motion
Tory MP Joy Smith last week tabled a 

motion to combat human trafficking and sex 
slavery. Ms. Smith said human trafficking is 
“growing and remaining quietly under the 
radar,” and predators are making vast amounts 
of money from their victims. She said though 
many victims originate from Eastern Europe 
and Asia, Canada is also becoming a source of 
human trafficking. 

German Hospital Honoured
Chief of Defence Staff Gen. Rick Hillier 

last week presented the Fisher House at 
the Landstuhl Regional Medical Centre 
in Germany with the Canadian Forces 
Medallion for Distinguished Service, the first 
time a non-Canadian entity has received the 
honour. Fisher House is a non-military, non-
profit facility providing housing for families 
of wounded troops in Landstuhl. More 
than 100 wounded Canadian soldiers have 
passed through the hospital since 2002.

Former Chile Leader Dies 
Former Chilean dictator Augusto 

Pinochet, 91, died last Sunday in Santiago. 
He received a funeral with military hon-
ours yesterday, and will be cremated. Gen. 
Pinochet seized power in 1973 in a bloody 
coup, ruling until 1990. He was awaiting trial 
for the deaths, torture and disappearances 
of thousands of Chileans during his rule.  

Canada-Friendly Congress
The recent political shift in the U.S. 

Congress means more Canada-friendly play-
ers willing to look for a different approach 
to cross-border issues, Canadian ambas-
sador to the U.S. Michael Wilson told the 
Council of Foreign Relations in Montreal last 
week. Mr. Wilson is hopeful this will mean 
a change in the Western Hemisphere Travel 
Initiative’s passport requirements.

Dion Keeps French Connection
“John Turner was prime minister of 

Canada with dual [British] citizenship. At that 
time, nobody had problems with it,” Liberal 
leader Stéphane Dion told the CBC last week. 
Mr. Dion dismissed calls to give up his mater-
nal French citizenship, but conceded that he 
would renounce it if it would help his party 
defeat the Conservatives. Governor General 
Michaëlle Jean renounced her French citizen-
ship, which she gained by marriage, before 
becoming head of state in 2005.

Darfur H2O Project Go-Ahead
World Vision Canada will begin a new 

water project to help 66,000 displaced 
people in Darfur, Sudan thanks to $400,000 
in funding from CIDA. “We plan to rehabili-
tate more than 56 boreholes and wells, and 
train local committees to manage and main-
tain these sources of water,” World Vision’s 
Emmanuel Isch told Christian Today. World 
Vision has been running humanitarian proj-
ects in Darfur for two years.

Magna Drives Into Russia
Russia’s largest car maker, AvtoVAZ, hopes 

to sign a deal by year’s end with Canadian 
auto parts giant Magna International Inc. to 
build a $1.9 billion (US) auto plant, according 
to the Moscow Times last week. AvtoVAZ plans 
to build a plant, financed by Magna and other 
firms, which will produce annually 450,000 
cars in Tolyatti, Russia. However, Magna CEO 
Siegfried Wolf declined to comment on the 
deal, saying the process is still in the planning 
phase, the newspaper said.

Plea For Celil

Canada should appoint a high level emis-
sary to negotiate for Husayin Celil’s release, 
said Alex Neve, head of Amnesty International 
in Canada on Monday. Flanked by Mr. Celil’s 
wife Kamila Telendlbaeya (above) and World 
Uyghur Congress president Rabiya Kadeer, 
Mr. Neve said the longer Mr. Celil stays in 
prison, the more likely he will be tortured by 
the Chinese authorities.

A Tax Story For Christmas

There is probably no better time than 
the season of peace and goodwill 
to appeal to people’s spirit of gen-
erosity—which of course is why 

charities go into overdrive this time of year. 
The Canadian Centre for Policy Alternatives, 
however, has taken the idea of giving to a 
whole new level with its latest study.

It would seem the CCPA is hoping the tim-
ing of the study’s release will help earn it a 
sympathetic ear.

The headline of the release announcing 
the study is “Taxes are Good for a Nation’s 
Health and Well-Being.” Fair enough—we all 
know we need taxes to pay for our health 
care, social services, education etc.

But wait, there’s more. The CCPA study, 
by Neil Brooks and Thaddeus Hwong, seeks 
to persuade us that we will all be much hap-
pier and better off if we paid more taxes—a 
lot more taxes.

The study compared highly taxed Nordic 
countries like Sweden and Norway with “low-
tax Anglo-American countries”—i.e. Canada 
and the United States—and concluded that 
the former outscore the latter in 42 of 50 
social and economic measures.

According to the authors, the heavily 
taxed Nordic countries have lower rates of 
poverty, more equal income distribution, 
and more economic security for workers—all 
standard goals for socialism. They also have 
higher GDP per capita (of course, they have 
small populations) and a larger percentage of 
this GDP is spent on research and develop-
ment. They also have higher rates of second-
ary school and university completion, and, 
the authors conclude, “less drug use, more 
leisure time and higher life satisfaction.”

The big, bad U.S. ranks near the bottom 
of the 21 countries in the study, and, says the 
press release, “it also ranks as the most dys-
functional country by a considerable margin.” 
Canada’s conservative government is criticized 
for wanting to make us more like the Americans 
by lowering taxes, instead of increasing them 
to make us more like Scandinavia.

Heavens. It is amazing that anyone would 
ever choose to live in Canada or the U.S. Clearly 
the hordes lining up to get in have it all wrong.

It would, however, be a mistake to ignore 
the study. As Canada’s economy continues 
to boom, and federal and certain provincial 
budget surpluses continue to grow, memo-
ries of how close high taxes and deficit 
financing brought Canada to economic ruin 
in the 1980s and early 1990s are fading.

The Liberals are moving towards the cen-
tre-left, prodded by the NDP, the Greens and 
an aging population with growing expecta-
tions for social safety nets.

The Conservatives will be tempted to dis-
miss the CCPA study as more of the same old 
discredited socialist philosophy, but for the 
first time in a couple of decades, this philoso-
phy may be gaining ground in Canada.

A Miracle of Sorts
One of the last things one might expect to 

see happen in a minority government situa-
tion is a government bill fast-tracked through 
the Commons in a week. Even more rare, one 
might think, would be the fast tracking of 
a bill dealing with the usually complex and 
often thorny issue of Indian Affairs.

Yet that is what happened last week to Indian 
and Northern Affairs Minister Jim Prentice’s 
maiden piece of legislation. He tabled the bill on 
Nov. 28. The opposition parties agreed to waive 
committee and report stages and by the after-
noon of Dec. 5, it had sailed though second and 
third reading. It was slated to move through the 
Senate yesterday, with Royal Assent being given 
before the Christmas Break.

The legislation was an enabling bill, sup-

ported by British Columbia’s provincial gov-
ernment, which gives jurisdiction over edu-
cation to First Nations in B.C. who choose 
to take it. It was a carefully thought out bill 
which allows the First Nation schools to 
incorporate core provincial curricula with 
cultural and language programmes.

A number of schools have already been doing 
this with dramatic results in terms of improved 
learning and graduation results and the new 
legislation was negotiated with the B.C. First 
Nations Education Steering Committee, whose 
chief negotiator Nathan Matthew and executive 
director Christa Williams and their team did an 
excellent job of developing, explaining and gain-
ing unanimous support for the new bill.

The clincher, however, was bringing stu-
dents from some of the schools to Ottawa to 
see the historic bill passed in the Commons. 
While Mr. Prentice was committed to fast 
tracking the bill and the opposition parties 
were in agreement, finding the hour needed 
to get it though second and third readings 
threatened to be problematic. 

There were so many demands on Commons 
time in the rush to clear the decks in time for 
the Christmas Break. But with the students in 
for only a few days, explicitly to see their fed-
eral government in action passing a bill of his-
toric importance to Native youth in B.C.—and 
perhaps in other provinces in the future—the 
politicians made an extra effort to get down to 
business in a timely fashion. 

And so the First Nations Jurisdiction over 
Education in British Columbia Act was tabled 
and passed in six sitting days. One for the 
record books.

YouTube Update
A couple of weeks ago I mentioned how 

the House of Commons’ Internet administra-
tors had blocked access to YouTube, where 
folks post funny videos for free, along with 
its French equivalent, Tête-a-claques.

Well, it turns out there is a simple way 
around the ban. If you email the link to the 
English or French site and then click on that 
link it will bypass the “Access Denied” block 
and take you right into the site.

Apparently it didn’t take long for YouTube 
fans to work that out.

If only it was always so easy to get around 
government red tape.

Just Call Me Speedy: Indian Affairs Minister 
Jim Prentice set a record to tabling and passing 
a bill in about two weeks.

When the remains of General 
Augusto Pinochet Ugarte’s body 
were cremated yesterday, a host 
of secrets also went up in smoke 

surrounding the initially reluctant military 
dictator whose 16-year reign in Chile was 
all about “not showing his hand.” But when 
his life came to an end this week his sup-
porters and critics were left standing at the 
graveside yearning to see more of what was 
hidden in that hand. 

Pinochet carried out a reign of terror that 
brought a failing leftist government to an 
early end; caused the murder, torture and 
disappearance of thousands of Chileans; and 
sent progressive and leftist Chileans into 
worldwide exile to escape his grasp. He also 
turned Chile in an economic about-face that 
was the starting point for what is now one of 
Latin America’s most successful economies.

Santiago, under the democratically elected 
Communist president Salvador Allende, was 
a hotbed of socialist experimentation—much 
of it failing. But because there were so many 
outside agents of influence, its failure could 
never be analyzed purely on its own terms. 
The Soviets, the Cubans and interlopers and 
idealists from all sides were on the scene, 
exerting what influence they could muster 
and taking what advantage they could get 
away with. But the greatest influence by far 
was the Chilean military alliance with the 
Nixon White House.  It was also the most 
secretive.

“Our hand doesn’t show on this one,” 
U.S. president Richard Nixon wrote to 
his secretary of state Henry Kissinger 
following the death of Allende.

One of the reasons the powerfully 
effective U.S. involvement in destabiliz-
ing the Allende regime and in assisting 
Chile’s military coup didn’t show was 
the shared appreciation for undercov-
er activities. Pinochet feared secret 
police left little information behind. 
And the CIA, headed in Santiago during the 
coup by deputy director Vernon Walters, was 
equally clever at obliterating its trail.

Victims of Pinochet’s human rights abus-
es are frustrated that he died “without pay-
ing his enormous debt to justice” or even 
standing trial, in the words of Lorena Pizarro, 
director of the Relatives of the Detained and 
Disappeared Group. But there is little doubt 
that trials and hearings involving Pinochet 
subordinates will not continue. 

Illuminating the record on what hap-
pened in Chile between 1973 and the end 
of 1989 has never been easy. Only in recent 
years have archives from such disparate 
sources as the Chilean Foreign Ministry, 
the U.S. National Archives, the Italian com-
munist party and the Brazilian Foreign 
Ministry been opened to investigators 
and historians like Cambridge University’s 
Jonathan Haslam. Professor Haslam’s 2005 
book, The Nixon Administration and the 
Death of Allende’s Chile, remains one of the 
most balanced and complete works on a 

coup that was probably inevitable.
“The belief that international capitals would 

simply ignore the [Allende] attack on private 
enterprise and investment; that the United 
States as the directing hand in world financial 
institutions would merely stand by and allow 
the Chilean market to be closed; that the laws 
of the market were not critical to the health of 
the economy until the entire system had been 
taken into state hands…all these were a collec-
tive delusion,” writes Haslam

Perhaps the democratic revolution, the 
coup, and dictatorship were all inevitable 
because in Pablo Neruda’s words, there were 
too many extremists involved on all sides:

“Ultras de izquierda y ultras de derecha, 
duros de la derecha y la izquierda, trabajan 
juntos – Ultra extremists of the left and right, 
hardliners of right and left, are fighting on 
the same front so that the victory achieved 
by a people embattled and aware…is shot 

completely to shit.”
With Allende’s death by suicide as the 

military was invading his presidential place, 
and now Pinochet’s death of old age, not 
only are many of the atrocities and secrets of 
the coup and dictatorship lost to history, but 
also the successes and failures of the Allende 
government and the succeeding Pinochet 
dictatorships are now buried with these two 
iconic opponents.

Secrets Up in 
Smoke and 
a Hand that 
Didn’t Show

James Loney, one of three activists 
with a Christian peace group abducted 
on Nov. 26, 2005 and held hostage in Iraq 
for 118 days, says he and his co-captives 
have been asked by the RCMP to testify 
against their captors, but will not do so at 
the moment. 

“The decision is that we don’t have 
enough information to testify,” he said in a 
phone interview from London yesterday.

Mr. Loney said the RCMP had asked 
him, his Canadian colleague Harmeet 
Singh Sooden and British co-worker 
Norman Kember to look at some pictures 
of their captors, but the security organi-
zation did not mention when the trial will 
be held. The men alleged to be the kid-
nappers are currently in custody in Iraq. 
They have been charged with kidnapping, 
which is a capital offence in Iraq and car-
ries the death penalty.

The Canadian Press also reported that 
one of the men is likely to be charged 
with the murder of the fourth hostage, 
American Tom Fox, whose body was dis-
covered on March 9 this year. Mr. Fox, Mr. 
Loney, Mr. Sooden, and Mr. Kember were 
all members of the Christian Peacemaker 
Teams when they were grabbed by gun-
men in Baghdad last year. All three, with 
the exception of Mr. Fox, were freed on 
March 23 when British and American 
forces raided the building they were 
being held in.

On Dec. 9, Mr. Loney, Mr. Sooden and 
Mr. Kember told a press conference in 
London, UK, that they had forgiven their 
captors.  

The conference was held at St. 
Ethelburga’s Centre for Reconciliation in 
central London. In 1993, St. Ethelburga’s 
was bombed by the Irish Republican Army, 
and Mr. Loney said they chose to hold 
the media conference at the centre to 
emphasize the need for reconciliation. He 
said that while they understood that the 
actions of their captors were criminal in 
nature, forgiving does not mean they con-
done the crime.

In the interview, Mr. Loney stressed 
that they are against the death penalty 
for the alleged captors. Asked if he would 
support a jail sentence for the captors, Mr. 
Loney said:

“To hold someone for the purpose of 
punishing them does not serve the pur-
pose of reconciliation.”

He also said letting the captors walk 
free is “not we are looking for.”

“We are looking for something in-
between, something good,” he said, though 
he doesn’t know what that would be.

“I don’t know,” he said. “But I am sure 
they will object to the death penalty.”

Mr. Loney, who is on leave from his 
job with the Christian Peacemaker Teams, 
said he is doing a lot of speaking and 
writing, and will return to Canada in the 
new year. Mr. Sooden is studying for a 
post-graduate degree in English in New 
Zealand.

Even as the government plans to delay the 
deployment of more foreign service offi-
cers abroad to save money, an increas-
ing number of federal departments and 

provincial governments are posting personnel 
in Canadian missions around the world.

The new trend has some worried that 
Canada’s international presence is not as 
cohesive or co-ordinated as it should be, 
while others say the changing face of interna-
tional relations and globalization require spe-
cialized responses rather than the generalists 
that make up the traditional foreign service.

According to records obtained by access 
to information advocate Ken Rubin, there 
were a total of 664 non-DFAIT personnel 
from 15 other departments working in 103 
Canadian missions as of March 2005.

The vast majority come from Citizenship 
and Immigration Canada, Canada’s 
International Development Agency, the 
Department of National Defence, and Public 
Safety and Emergency Preparedness.

Other departments, such as Heritage and 
Justice, had only one person each post-
ed abroad. But some, such as Agriculture 
and Agri-Food Canada, and the province of 
Quebec, had more, and their numbers are 
growing.

The records show in August 2006, a total of 
696 non-DFAIT personnel from 17 departments 
were posted in 105 Canadian foreign missions.

Six years ago, Health Canada and Human 
Resources and Skills Development Canada 
established a joint position at the Canadian mis-
sion to the European Commission in Brussels.

The idea was prompted by a deputy min-
ister at Health Canada who saw an oppor-
tunity to share information and expertise, 
said department spokeswoman Jirina Vik, as 
well as the chance to network with European 
experts on issues of shared importance, 
especially as health concerns like SARS and 
avian flu become more global in scope.

The position, which continues to exist today, 
carries the title of health and social affairs 
counsellor and sees an employee from the two 
departments alternating to fill the post.

“As Canada’s representative to the EU 
for health and social affairs, the counsellor 
is responsible for spearheading initiatives, 
developing key relationships and networks, 
and setting priorities for co-operation in 
health, employment, learning and social 
development policies,” Ms. Vik said.

The position gives Health Canada 
“direct access” to such organizations as the 
European Commission and the World Health 
Organization Regional Office for Europe, Ms. 
Vik said, while HRSDC gets access to the 
European Commission, the Council of Europe 
and a number of Europe-based think tanks.

“The position has proven to be valuable 
to policy development processes in Health 
Canada and HRSDC,” she said.

“The position facilitates continuous poli-
cy exchange between Canada and the EU by 
managing high-level missions, study tours 
and policy dialogues,” Ms. Vik added. The 
two departments split the associated costs, 
though there aren’t any plans at the moment 
to expand upon the number of department 
employees posted abroad.

When asked why the two departments 
decided to staff the position themselves 
rather than with a foreign service officer, Ms. 
Vik said: “A really well-briefed foreign service 
officer could do it. But obviously it’s more 
than just a political position. It’s a sharing 
of knowledge and [global health issues] is a 
field with many specialized areas.”

The Department of Canadian Heritage 
employs a similar rationale for its decision to 
post four employees in London, Los Angeles, 
New York and Paris as part of its Trade Routes 
program, which seeks to market Canadian art 
and cultural products abroad. The department 
also employs a fifth person, a Chinese national, at 
the mission in Shanghai for the same purpose.

The Trade Routes program was established 
in 2002 and the five Heritage employees work in 
conjunction with Foreign Affairs cultural staff in 
the relevant mission, said Heritage department 
spokesman Les Westerberg. The foreign service 
officer takes the lead, but the Heritage employ-
ees are responsible for implementation.

“They are the experts, that is why they do 
it,” Mr. Westerberg. “It’s our initiative to pro-
mote Canadian arts and culture abroad.”

According to one Foreign Affairs official, 
who was not cleared to speak on the record, 
of the roughly 1,800 federal employees work-
ing in missions abroad who have official diplo-
matic status, about 650 are DFAIT employees 
engaged in program delivery abroad. That 
roughly equals the number of employees from 
other departments working on different pro-
grams at missions around the world.

“It’s not a sideshow anymore,” he said. 
“And I’m seeing the number of departments 
interested in sending people abroad increas-
ing all the time.”

In addition, to save money the government 
has employed about 5,000 foreign nationals in 
various missions where they fill such roles as 
processing visas and doing clerical work.

Foreign Policy a ‘Diverse Area’
In an interview with Embassy last week, 

former Canadian ambassador to the United 
States Allan Gotlieb said Canada needs to 
“expand and widen” its diplomatic presence 
around the world.

“To my mind, we’ve let our resources run 
down, and we’ve paid a price for it, and the price 
is relevance—or less relevance,” he said. “You 
want to play a role, but you don’t have the ability 
to give. What I think is happening on the military 
side [more funding, presence in Afghanistan] 
is long overdue and it is absolutely essential in 
terms of Canada’s capacity, but we need to do 
the same with our diplomatic resources.”

Mr. Gotlieb said following the Second 
World War, Canada was acknowledged as 
having the best foreign service in the world, 
and as a result, was able to exercise a great 
deal of influence on the world stage.

“When a Canadian had an opinion or 
when Canadian experts were brought in, 
people listened to us. And we still have a 
tremendous amount of power,” he said.

“But our ability to play a role in the world 
depends on our influence. And influence 
requires human resources that are educated, 
skilled, and at the highest level of capabil-
ity—experts— and that costs money…. It’s a 
long-term commitment.”

Norman Hillmer, a history professor at 
Carleton University, said over the years, for-
eign policy has become diffused even as the 
Department of Foreign Affairs has struggled 
to cope with a number of challenges since the 
1990s, including more control from the Prime 
Minister’s Office in setting foreign policy.

“This reflects, or at least mirrors, a trend 
of moving away from policy making at for-
eign affairs,” he said. “Foreign policy has 
become such a diverse area.”

That diversion, combined with budget cuts 
and other issues, have lead to instances where 
the Department of Foreign Affairs was essen-
tially competing against other federal depart-
ments. As an example, Mr. Hillmer recalled 
when the Department of Foreign Affairs ran its 
own international sport program while Sports 
Canada had its own, similar programs.

But at the same time, Mr. Hillmer said dif-
ferent departments often work with DFAIT in 
a mutually beneficial manner, especially as 
international relations and affairs become 
increasingly important.

“There’s far more foreign policy out there 

than one department can do,” he said. “It just 
makes sense.”

Ron Cochrane, executive director of the 
Professional Association of Foreign Service 
Officers, the union representing Canada’s 
roughly 1,100 professional diplomats, said 
he doesn’t necessarily see anything wrong 
with different departments sending people 
to missions overseas.

However, with roughly 75 per cent of the 
country’s foreign service officers working 
out of the Lester B. Pearson building, the 
onus is on Foreign Affairs to ensure it main-
tains a strong and vital diplomatic presence 
abroad to match the work being done by the 
different departments.

“I don’t say this is wrong because the size 
of the international community has grown 
over the past 15 years,” Mr. Cochrane said. 

“But in order to have an effective foreign 
service abroad, you need to have two-thirds 
of your diplomats abroad. [Foreign Affairs] 
don’t have the right balance.”

That number may become even more 
skewed as the government, as part of its bud-
get cutting exercise in September, announced 
that it would be delaying deployments abroad 
to save an estimated $14 million.

The bigger concern for Mr. Cochrane and 
the union is that Foreign Affairs manage-
ment is posting abroad employees from the 
department who aren’t foreign service offi-
cers to fill traditional diplomatic roles.

“Those are the ones you worry about,” 
he said. “The face of the foreign service has 
changed and so has the role.”

When Jason Kenney, parliamen-
tary secretary to Prime Minister 
Stephen Harper, said the govern-
ment would review its economic 

policy regarding Burma last week, he gar-
nered praise from Burma activists in Canada 
who say it is time the government used 
current legislation to curb the activities of 
Canadian companies with investments in the 
southeast Asian country.

Mr. Kenney made the comments at a semi-
nar on forced labour in Ottawa on Dec.7. He said 
the government will examine a motion passed 
last year by the House of Commons, which calls 
for a ban on Canadian investment in Burma.

“It is no secret our government is inter-
ested in actively supporting human rights,” 
he said in an interview yesterday.

Kevin McLeod, who sits on the board of 
directors of the Canadian Friends of Burma 
(CFB), urges the government to look at the 
motion passed in May last year, which urges 
the government to ban Canadian invest-
ment in Burma, to support democracy in the 
southeast Asian country, and to implement 
sanctions on the military junta that rules the 
country now known as Myanmar.

According to the CFB, there are about 17 
Canadian companies with investments in Burma 
ranging from textiles, air transport and min-
ing. Tin Muang Htoo, executive director of the 
CFB, says he is particularly concerned about 
the investments of Ivanhoe Mines, a company 
based in British Columbia, because it has a 50-
50 venture with the ruling junta in Burma. Mr. 
Htoo estimates that since the late 1990s when 
the company started operating in Burma, it must 
have invested between $150–200 million (US).

“We have talked to Ivanhoe many times and 
their argument is that to pull out won’t do any-
thing good for the people of Burma,” he says.

Mr. Htoo adds that the company says it 
employs 500 people and has built hospitals 
and schools in the area it operates in. “But 

employing 500 people doesn’t mean it is ben-
eficial to all the people of Burma,” he argues.

“The question is where does the junta 
spend all the millions of dollars?”

Mr. Htoo points out that most of this 
money is spent on the military. However, he 
opposes the idea of blanket sanctions, argu-
ing that the Canadian government should 
aim for targeted sanctions instead.

Alex McDonough, foreign affairs critic for 
the NDP, welcomed the move to “shine the spot-
light on the horrors in Burma,” but insists the 
government should maintain a sustained effort 
to bring Canadian companies to toe the line of 
corporate social responsibility.

“What we have seen from this government 
is a sort of drive-by diplomacy, which is about 
playing it up here for the folks at home,” she 
said, adding that a much tougher line is needed, 
as well as a concerted effort internationally.

“Canada should be providing leadership,” 
she said. 

Liberal MP Keith Martin, the official oppo-
sition critic for foreign affairs, says Burma 
is one of the world’s forgotten tragedies, 
and that greater pressure must be brought 
to bear on the junta. But while calling for 
targeted sanctions, Mr. Martin also said the 
government should be ready to “use car-
rots” if the junta stops human rights abuses, 
releases all prisoners of conscience and 
introduces multiparty elections.

On Monday, Mr. Martin introduced a private 
member’s motion which requests the govern-
ment of Canada bestow honorary citizenship 
on pro-democracy leader Aung San Suu Kyi, 
who has spent 16 years under house arrest in 
Burma. Mr. Martin says he is seeking unanimous 
support for the motion and hopes all the parties 
in the House will back it. So far, he says there is 
support from the NDP and the Bloc Québécois. 

Though he said he has not seen the 
motion, Mr. Kenney said he has great respect 
for Ms. Suu Kyi. “I think Canada should look 
at ways of honouring her,” he said.

Honorary Canadian citizenship is bestowed 
on individuals of exceptional merit. If the 
motion passes, Ms. Suu Kyi will become the 
fourth foreigner to receive the honour. Past 
recipients have included Swedish diplomat 
Raoul Wallenberg, who saved thousands of 
Jews during the Second World War, former 
South African president Nelson Mandela, and 
Tibet’s spiritual leader, the Dalai Lama.

Last year, the U.S. Congress passed a law 
called Real ID that would see federal agencies 
reject a person’s state-issued identification 
card—including driver’s licences—unless 
the Department of Homeland Security certi-
fied the issuing state met federal standards.

The concern had been that the process 
and requirements to secure driver’s licences 
and other identification documents varies 
from state to state, with standards in some 
more lax than in others, allowing for fraud 
and identity theft.

On Friday, Republican Senator Norm 
Coleman of Minnesota, chairman of the 
Foreign Relations’ Western Hemisphere, 
Peace Corps and Narcotics Affairs subcom-
mittee, used the same logic when he present-
ed the Northern Border Travel Facilitation 
Act, which would seek to amend the travel 
document requirements outlined by the 
Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative to 
include such documents.

If it passes, the act would see the U.S. gov-
ernment establish a “State Driver’s Licence 
and Identity Card Enrollment Program,” which 
would work with individual states to ensure 
they meet the Read ID requirements. The 
end result would see either driver’s licences 
or other cards issued by participating states 
include the person’s citizenship status, or 
provide “a mechanism that is approved the 
Secretary of State to verify the United States 

citizenship status of an applicant for such a 
licence or card.” Citizenship would not be 
printed on the card, but officials would be 
able to either access the information or other-
wise be confident of a person’s citizenship.

If provincial governments in Canada met 
the same standards and issued documents 
deemed acceptable to the U.S. government, 
“the Secretary of Homeland Security shall 
permit a citizen of Canada to enter the United 
States from Canada using such a document 
without providing any other documentation 
or evidence of Canadian citizenship,” the 
proposed act reads.

Mr. Coleman’s communications director, 
Tom Steward, told Embassy yesterday that the 
bill came about as a result of the senator’s work 
on the subcommittee, which has been looking 
at the implications of the new border require-
ments. Critics say the requirements will hurt 
trade and tourism between the two countries.

Mr. Coleman, who was successful in May in 
calling for a delay in implementing the require-
ments until June 2009, also asked for another 
extension to December 2009 in his bill.

However, Mr. Steward said the Northern 
Border Travel Facilitation Act will likely have 
to be re-introduced in the new year when the 
newly reconstituted senate begins work fol-
lowing last month’s midterm elections.

But even with new, enhanced driver’s 
licences, it’s unclear whether they would help 
Canadians and Americans enter the U.S.

Under the Western Hemisphere Travel 
Initiative, introduced in 2004 as a way to beef 
up security within the U.S. following the ter-
rorist attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, a passport or 
similar “acceptable” document is required to 
enter the country.

So far, the George W. Bush administration 
has deemed that only passports or a new 
Passport Card issued by the U.S. government 
will be accepted.

A spokesman for the Department of 
Homeland Security said yesterday that the 
goal of the Western Hemisphere Travel 
Initiative is to reduce the number of docu-

ments used to enter the U.S. and showing an 
individual’s citizenship on a clear piece of 
identification is a requirement of the law.

“The department has been working on what 
alternatives would meet the law that’s on the 
books,” Jarrod Agen said. “Currently driver’s 
licences don’t show citizenship, and in order to 
follow the law it would need to be on the card.”

The department has been developing its 
new Passport Card, which is about the size 
of a credit card and available for around $10, 
for American travelers as a cheaper alterna-
tive to a passport.

Mr. Agen said the U.S. government is mov-
ing ahead with the idea, and warned that 
with the 2009 deadline approaching (people 
entering the U.S. by air will need proper 
identification as of Jan. 23, 2007), it will be 
difficult and potentially expensive to move 
in a new direction.

“We have deadlines,” he said. “Any 
documents we develop would have to be 
produced.”

At least one state is already looking at the 
idea of using an enhanced driver’s licence 
and has asked the U.S. government for per-
mission to conduct a pilot study that would 
see scanners used to check the identifica-
tions of people crossing the border.

Washington state Governor Christine 
Gregoire has asked the Department of 
Homeland Security to test $10,000 wireless 
scanners at the Blaine border crossing south 
of Vancouver and at the Port Angeles border 

crossing south of Victoria.
Ms. Gregoire’s spokeswoman, Holly 

Armstrong, said trade between Washington 
and British Columbia is vital, and the forthcom-
ing Winter Olympics in Vancouver will present 
even more challenges and opportunities.

“The governor is very adamant that we 
don’t just say ‘no’” to the new requirements as 
some other states have, Ms. Armstrong said. 
“She feels we have to offer an alternative.”

The idea, jointly developed by the 
Washington and B.C. governments, would 
see the bar codes on the back driver’s 
licences scanned and the relevant informa-
tion made available to border officers.

Ms. Armstrong said the disadvantage of the 
new Passport Cards is that people still have 
to apply for them and carry them around, 
creating a “whole new governance structure.” 
And even passports aren’t infallible as the 
9/11 hijackers possessed valid passports.

The Department of Homeland Security 
has said it will establish a group to study 
the proposal, but has not yet made any firm 
commitments.

Public Safety Minister Stockwell Day’s 
spokeswoman, Mélisa Leclerc, said when the 
minister visited Washington, D.C. in April, he 
was assured by U.S. officials that alternative 
documents would be accepted.

The Canadian government is looking at 
alternatives and has not ruled out the idea of 
enhanced driver’s licences, but if the provin-
cially-issued documents are approved, the 
work wouldn’t be over.

“If that would be the document, we would 
have to sit down with the provinces and 
negotiate,” Ms. Leclerc said.

The same is true on the American side, 
but Ms. Armstrong was confident state gov-
ernments would co-operate.

“All the kinks haven’t been worked out,” she 
said of the enhanced driver’s licence idea. “But 
I think states understand more what the impact 
and consequences [of the new travel require-
ments] are and are willing to work together.”

“The department has been working on what alternatives

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“My generation has had really 
painful experiences over 
the past six years, because 
you suddenly realize you 

are nobody,” explained Andrew Yang, head 
of the Chinese Council for Advanced Policy 
Studies, in Taipei earlier this year. “My 
parents come from mainland China, so in 
their eyes I am a second-generation main-
lander. I mean, I was born here; I’m part of 
the society. I was really astonished to see 
that people are treating me like a second-
generation mainlander....The identity issue 
is very polarizing here.”

Identity politics were very much in evi-
dence last Saturday when Taiwan’s two big 
cities voted in mayoral elections that were 
widely seen as a trial run for the key presi-
dential elections in early 2008. The ruling 
Democratic Progressive Party should have 
lost by a landslide, given the under-per-
forming economy, high unemployment and 
constant crises with mainland China since 
it won power at the national level six years 
ago, not to mention the corruption scandal 
that has engulfed President Chen Shui-
bian’s own family. But it didn’t.

The DPP didn’t win by a landslide 
either, but it did manage to get 41 per 
cent of the vote even in Taipei, the tra-
ditional stronghold of the opposition 
Kuomintang (KMT), and it won, although 
by a margin of barely 1,000 votes, in the 
southern port city of Kaohsiung. And it 
always wins in rural areas, which weren’t 
voting this time. There will be a recount in 
Kaohsiung, but the fact is that even when 
the pro-independence DPP fails to deliver 
the goods on every front, it still com-
mands the support of about half the popu-
lation. That is identity politics at work.

The fundamental divide in Taiwan is 
between the “mainlanders,” descended 
from those who arrived on the island as 
refugees in 1949 when the KMT lost the 
Chinese civil war to the Communists, and 
the “Taiwanese” whose Chinese-speaking 
ancestors migrated to the island three or 
four centuries ago.

The refugees arrived with an army 
and a ruthless party apparatus that was 
modelled on the Soviet Communist Party 
(even though they were ideologically anti-
Communist). So the KMT took over the 
island and ruled it under martial law for 
the next 40 years, even though the main-
landers amounted to no more than 15 per 
cent of the population.

During all that time, the principal goal 
of the government was to reconquer the 
mainland and reunite China under KMT 
rule. Native-born Taiwanese were exclud-

ed from senior positions, and protesters 
were killed or jailed: Almost all the DPP’s 
leaders are former political prisoners. 
Martial law ended in 1987 and Taiwan is a 
democracy now, but the attitudes shaped 
by that long ordeal live on.

The native-born Taiwanese, although 
ethnically Chinese, were not in favour of 
uniting with the mainland even before 
the Communists took over there. Taiwan 
was a Japanese colony for half a century 
before 1945, and was handed over to 
China after Japan’s defeat without consul-
tation. But rule from the mainland lasted 
for only four years before the island 
became the Kuomintang’s last stronghold, 
and KMT rule turned many Taiwanese 
against mainlanders in general. So the 
idea of an independent Taiwan, however 
impractical, has great appeal to the DPP’s 
supporters.

It was the advent of democracy and 
the rise of the DPP that inaugurated the 
past decade of recurrent crises between 
Taipei and Beijing. Seen through main-
land eyes, the KMT was an enemy who 
nevertheless agreed that there was only 
one China, and so was within the pale. 
The DPP, by playing with the idea of legal 
separation and a Republic of Taiwan, was 
threatening the sacred unity of China and 
so was utterly beyond the pale. Yet the 
DPP cannot stop playing with that idea, 
because that is its main appeal to those 
who identify themselves as Taiwanese.

Since Chen Shui-bian won the presi-
dency for the DPP in 2000, the crises 
and the danger of actual military clashes 
across the Strait of Taiwan have been 
getting steadily worse. China has no cred-
ible military capability to invade Taiwan, 
and will not have for many years, but it 
passed a law last year saying that it would 
use “non-peaceful means” if Taiwan actu-
ally tried to secede. A crisis that would 
draw in the United States and tumble 
China and America into a cold war is not 
hard to imagine.

So most outsiders have been quietly 
hoping that the KMT, now reformed and 
genuinely democratic, will win back 
power and drop the independence talk: 
The status quo of “one China, two govern-
ments” would be perfectly acceptable to 
Beijing. And it looked as if the DPP was 
bound to lose in 2008 because the eco-
nomic downturn, the open hostility of 
Beijing and its own internal scandals had 
left it without a leg to stand on.

Last weekend’s elections in Taipei 
and Kaohsiung prove that that is not so. 
Outside of Taipei (where most of the main-
landers settled), the DPP can still count on 
identity politics to deliver enough votes to 
keep it in the running. And that means that 
the crises may not end after 2008.

RCMP OVERSIGHT

Don’t Be Put Off By This Book’s Dull Cover

“The need for self-initiated reviews stems from the fact that most of 
the RCMP’s national security activities are conducted in secret and 
receive little, if any, judicial scrutiny, yet have the potential to sig-
nificantly affect individual rights and freedoms. It is vital that those 

within the force involved in national security activities be held accountable for 
such activities by a body that is independent of the RCMP and government.”

So writes Justice Dennis O’Connor in his final recommendations to the 
Maher Arar inquiry.

Justice O’Connor’s work on this case has proven to be groundbreaking not 
only for what it achieved for Mr. Arar, but also for the increasingly necessary 
light it is shining on the hasty security establishment, practices and enabling 
legislation that grew mushroom-like after Sept.11.

Government publications usually don’t invite a wide readership. And the final install-
ment of the O’Connor report is no exception. As a book of 630 pages it is unattractive 
and uninviting, but the justice’s published findings deserve closer scrutiny. They are 
surprisingly well written and full of worthwhile content and thoughtful comment.

IRAN’S REPULSIVE IDEA
Surely Mr. Ahmadinejad Has Better Things to Do

Early this week, a motley crew of strange characters including Holocaust deniers, 
white supremacists and discredited scholars, gathered in Tehran to discuss—as 

they put— it ‘the alleged killing of six million Jews during the Second World War.’
The majority of these characters are of the opinion that the Holocaust was 

a myth created to justify the creation of Israel in 1948.
This is a view Iranian President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad has publicly uttered 

in the past. It is also under the aegis of the Iranian Foreign Ministry that this 
conference is being held.

It is understandable that Mr. Ahmadinejad, who subscribes to the philosophy 
of Iran’s hard-line clerics, has a beef with Israel. But it is repulsive for him to 
contend that six million souls did not perish in concentration camps built by the 
Nazis in Europe. The evidence of the heinous crime committed by the Nazis is 
out there for all to see. We have survivors of those concentration camps. During 
the Nuremburg Trials, Nazi officials complicit in this genocide were tried and 
convicted. And for goodness’ sake, the remains of Auschwitz are still there for 
anyone interested in researching this sad episode in the history of mankind.

To try to refute history simply for the sake of refuting it beats all logic. 
Certainly, Mr. Ahmadinejad could have used this time to engage in more urgent 
matters affecting the Iranian people.

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ISRAEL’S STUMBLE
Keeping Bishop Tutu Out of Gaza Will Backfire

Israel also didn’t do itself any favours this week when it refused admission to 
Gaza to South African Bishop Desmond Tutu. The Nobel laureate had been 

asked to report back to the UN’s Human Rights Council.
Israel, with justification, is smarting from the council’s unrelenting attention 

on human rights abuses in Gaza.  
But Israel’s righteousness on the subject of the human rights council 

becomes by repetition terrifying in itself. The virtue of the Israeli government’s 
position becomes in the end a kind of self-punishment.

Israel, which has blocked Bishop Tutu’s ability to contribute to the council’s 
report on time, loses it chance to step above the bitter politics and address the 
enduring central issue of Palestinian rights.

Bishop Tutu could have snuck into Gaza from Egypt without Israel’s approv-
al. He chose not to. His honest voice may have dealt with hard facts. But Israel’s 
willingness to allow it would have worked more to the good than its stiff-necked 
refusal to grant him a visa.



Bush’s ‘Domino’ Theory on Iraq Does Not Add Up

Comparisons between Iraq and Vietnam 
have become commonplace ever since 
the publication last week of the report of 
the Iraq Study Group with its judgment 

that the situation is “grave and deteriorating.”
One important comparison has been 

overlooked, though: Just as then-president 
Lyndon Johnson used the excuse of the 
“domino theory” to justify keeping American 
troops in Vietnam, so U.S. President George 
W. Bush is now using the same tactic.

More and more these days, the White 
House is making the argument that if the U.S. 
pulls out of Iraq too quickly, the consequenc-
es to the region and to the war on terrorism 
will be disastrous. This is uncannily similar 
to the arguments made some 30 years ago 
against a U.S. pullout from Vietnam. Then, 
the proposition went, a Communist victory 
in South Vietnam would be followed by a 
series of Communist takeovers in Southeast 
Asia, all the way down to Indonesia.

It’s certainly not true that the fact that no 
dominoes fell after North Vietnam’s victory 
means that it can be assumed automatically 
that nothing much will happen after a U.S. 
pullout from Iraq. It’s true, further, that there 
are valid reasons for concern about what 
may happen once the Americans leave.

An all-out civil war is just about inevita-
ble—to the extent that it isn’t already happen-
ing. This could spread across the region as 
neighbouring Sunni and Shiite countries, from 

Iran to Saudi Arabia and Egypt, get involved 
in order to help their religious kin. In paral-
lel, the threat that an independent Kurdistan 
might then emerge could draw in Turkey.

It’s inevitable, in addition, that an 
American withdrawal will constitute a huge 
victory for al Qaeda and for the terrorists. 
They will have defeated the “Great Satan.” 
Within the wreckage of a dismembered Iraq 
they will be able to function—training new 
terrorists, for instance—with near impunity,

It’s worth recalling, though, why it was 
that so little happened in post-war Vietnam.

Principally, it was nationalism that kept 
any dominoes from falling.

Communist Vietnam, this is to say, was as 
hostile to Communist China as to the far-dis-
tant United States; indeed, these two countries 
were at war with each other only a few years 
later. As well, all of the energy and resources of 
the new Vietnamese government were devoted 
to reconstruction after the devastation of war.

Lastly, communism itself was then in ideo-
logical retreat. It was, ever more clearly each 
passing year, on the wrong side of history.

History never repeats itself exactly. Local 
conditions are always just that — local, and 
distinctive. But similarities do exist. The most 
important, surely, is that the war in Iraq is 
already lost. A U.S. pullback is inevitable, 

sooner or later. There is thus no way the U.S. 
can avoid a humiliating retreat, with a conse-
quent loss of prestige. Delay will stretch out 
the humiliation longer, but it cannot avoid it.

Nationalism shouldn’t be ignored. Iraq 
is, of course, an artificial country. But it has 
lasted for nearly a century.

It’s now being torn apart by sectarianism, 
but there still exists a pan-Iraqi nationalism: 
It’s worth remembering that during the Iraq-
Iran war of the 1980s, Iraqi Shiites remained 
completely loyal to their own country.

Neither should the shock value of a sud-
den and complete transfer of responsibility 
be ignored.

Once they can no longer blame every-
thing and anything on the Americans, it’s just 
possible that Iraqi politicians will live up to 
their responsibilities. The propaganda vic-

tory for al Qaeda will still be huge.
In the end, though, the religious extrem-

ists have nothing to offer their people except 
misery, repression and murder. They, too, are 
on the wrong side of history. They represent 
an attempt by the Middle Ages to conquer the 
21st century.

The most important reason for getting 
out next year rather than lingering on is that 
the domino that Bush really fears is his own 
reputation.

“Victory,” in the terms Bush once used, 
is no longer possible. He hopes, though, to 
avoid making a humiliating, hurried with-
drawal while he’s still president.

Bush made a terrible mistake when he got 
in. He’s about to make another way by not 
getting out—for his own sake.

Mexico’s senate must approve that 
country’s ambassadorial appointments, 
and Mexican newspapers are reporting 
that senators have wavered between out-
right refusal to approve Emilio Goicoechea 
Luna’s appointment and deferral to 
Mexico’s newly inaugurated president, 
Felipe Calderon.

Yet even now it is unclear whether Mr. 
Calderon is in favour of Mr. Goicoechea’s 
appointment or whether he will go a differ-
ent route. The former ambassador, Maria 
Teresa Garcia de Madero, also a politi-
cal appointee, left Ottawa at the end of 
September after a five-year term.

In an article that appeared in La Jornada 
last month, opposition senators alleged Mr. 
Goicoechea’s nomination was patronage.

“We refuse to allow Fox, in the final 
stages of his term, to place his closest 
civil servants in key positions to grant 
them immunity or to ensure their future 
employment,” Democratic Revolution 
Party Senator Ricardo Monreal said.

The newspaper said Mr. Monreal’s par-
liamentary group would review the pro-
posal carefully, but that “obviously, the 
decision will not favour any candidate 
that does not meet the qualifications to 
properly represent Mexico around the 
world.”

Other senators were also quoted as 
saying they felt career diplomats should 
have first priority for such positions, 
recalling how Mr. Fox, before taking office 
in 2000, criticized the government for 
appointing unqualified ambassadors and 
diplomats.

Highlighting the importance of the 
posting and hinting that the senators 
will take Mr. Calderon’s lead, El Universal 
newspaper quoted Senator Rosario Green 
Macías saying the senate cannot undercut 
the president’s confidence in his ambas-
sadors.

“We leave it very clear and say who 
we like or don’t like,” she said, “but the 
Executive necessarily must have people of 
his confidence in some capitals.”

Mauricio Guerrero, spokesman for the 
Mexican Embassy in Ottawa, acknowl-
edged Mr. Goicoechea’s senate ratification 
is taking longer than expected, but cred-
ited last month’s change in government 
for the delay and dismissed suggestions 
of a possible controversy as stories from 
the media.

“Sometimes when things take time, 
you start to speculate,” he said. “We are 
in the middle of the process. Now, due to 
the change of government, it might take 

more time.”
While the senate must approve Mr. 

Goicoechea’s appointment, Mr. Guerrero 
said President Calderon can also appoint 
someone else if he wishes, though the 
embassy has not received any indication 
such an action will be taken.

“What we understand is the steps 
[Mr. Goicoechea] needs to take are being 
taken.”

Olga Azibaid, senior analyst at the 
Canadian Foundation for the Americas, 
said Ottawa is a very important posting 
for Mexico because of the North American 
Free Trade Agreement, and as a partner in 
other North American concerns.

“After Mexico’s U.S. ambassador, it is 
the most important,” she said. “Canada 
has been given a strategic importance. 
[The debate] is a reflection of the rel-
evance of Canada.”

Ms. Azibaid described Mr. Goicoechea, 
a former businessman and under secre-
tary of tourism, as the former Mexican 
president’s “right-hand man.”

One Mexican source familiar with Mr. 
Goicoechea’s nomination agreed to speak 
to Embassy on condition of anonymity this 
week, saying the Mexican foreign ministry 
was apparently hoping to wait for the new 
government to make a nomination.

“My understanding is that the new 
senate leadership informed the ministry 
already in November that the nomina-
tion was unlikely to be approved because 
of the late date, and because he didn’t 
appear to have the necessary credentials 
to be ambassador to Canada,” the official 
said.

Canadian officials were notified of the 
pending nomination and approval was 
given, the official said, “however, the nom-
ination was never formally sent to the 
Senate during the Fox presidency, so it 
will be up to the Calderon government 
to decide whether to withdraw it or go 
ahead.”

Konstantinos Dikaros is the first 
diplomat to hold the post of first 
secretary for economic and com-
mercial affairs at the Embassy of 

Greece in Ottawa. Before his arrival three 
months ago, economic and commercial mat-
ters were handled from the Greek consulate 
in Toronto. Now these have been moved to 
Ottawa in order to be closer to the European 
Commission’s Canadian office, and also to 
Montreal.

Mr. Dikaros, who has spent 12 years as 
a Greek foreign service officer, has served 
in the same capacity for six years in Tokyo, 
and four years in Lisbon. This is also the first 
time that he has worked in a country that 
has a sizable Greek community. There are an 
estimated 7,000 people of Greek descent in 
Ottawa, and 400,000 countrywide.

Being part of the generation of European 
diplomats who entered the workforce in an 
era of increased globalization and a border-
less Europe, Mr. Dikaros is in the frontline 
of the trade relations that tie countries 
together. Dealing with trade issues in a multi-
lateral context has become more interesting 
because of globalization, but he acknowledg-
es that the bilateral part of trade is becoming 
difficult but equally interesting.

“Before globalization, things were much 
clearer, but now it is rather vague,” he says. 
“Globalization is all about finding a niche.”

As a person in charge of economic and 
commercial affairs Mr. Dikaros’ job is multi-
faceted. Because Greece is a member of the 
European Union, he will be in charge of trade 
and commercial affairs that are multilat-
eral in nature. Bilaterally, Mr. Dikaros says he 
hopes to strengthen and diversify Greece’s 
exports to Canada. He also says he hopes 
to use the opportunity of being in Ottawa to 
connect with the Greek population.

Touching on trade ties between Greece 
and Canada, Mr. Dikaros says most compa-
nies in his country treat North America as 
one entity. Canada and the United States are 
usually lumped together, and Mr. Dikaros 
says most Greek exports to Canada come 
from south of the border.

Mr. Dikaros is married and has an 8-year-
old daughter and two sons aged 6 and 2.

New Polish Attaché From Navy
The number of defence attachés in Ottawa 

drawn from naval ranks has just increased, 
with the arrival of navy Capt. Kazimierz 

Starobrat at the Embassy of Poland. Other 
countries that have defence attachés, who 
are naval officers, including Germany, Russia, 
Argentina, and Chile. A 29-year veteran of 
the Polish navy, Capt. Starobrat arrived 
in October. This is the first time that the 
Embassy of Poland has had a naval officer 
for the position of defence attaché. It is also 
the first time for Capt. Starobrat to be posted 
abroad as defence attaché. He takes over 
from Colonel Dobroslaw Maka.

Capt. Starobrat says he feels great repre-
senting the Polish Ministry of Defence, and 
his country.

“We believe that keeping the transatlan-
tic links can help maintain global security,” 
he says.

“My job here is to keep dialogue and the 
corporation between decision makers [in 
Canada and Poland] open.”

Like Canada, Poland has troops in 
Afghanistan. Next month, Poland is sched-
uled to send 1,000 troops to north eastern 
Afghanistan, bringing the total number of 
troops it has in the country to 1,200.

“It is important to mention that Polish 
troops will be deployed without caveats,” 
says Capt. Starobrat.

“This is because Polish authorities believe 
that the mission in Afghanistan is a sign of 
the unity of NATO.”

This means that Polish troops will be 
deployed to any part of Afghanistan to 
enhance security if the need arises. Canada 
has deployed about 2,300 troops in the 
Kandahar region of southern Afghanistan, 
the most volatile   part of the country. Last 
month at the NATO summit in Latvia, Canada 
made a point of urging other countries to 
drop their caveats and send troops to south-
ern Afghanistan.

Since Poland joined NATO in 1999, its 
armed forces have taken on a more active 
role. In October 2001, it sent submarines for 
patrols in the Mediterranean Sea as part of 
a NATO operation called Active Endeavour. 
In total, there are 4,000 Polish troops in 
Bosnia, the Democratic Republic of Congo, 
and Macedonia, Capt. Starobrat says.

Capt. Starobrat, who is here with his wife 
and youngest daughter, has two sons who 
live in Poland. He is a graduate of the Naval 
War College in Newport, Rhode Island in the 
United States. In addition, Capt. Starobrat 
has worked at Supreme Headquarters Allied 
Powers Europe (SHAPE) in Mons, Belgium. 
SHAPE is one of NATO’s strategic military 
commands, whose mission is to contribute 
to preserving the peace, security and ter-
ritorial integrity of NATO member nations 
under its jurisdiction. Capt. Starobrat speaks 
Polish, English, Russian and French.
